Indignation continues over the ac­
tion of the Dominion government la 
issuing licenses to the Capital City 
Canning Company empowering . the 
latter to use Seine nets at CoWlchan 
bay. Members Of the Vancouver Isl­
and Fish arid Game Club have con­
demned it and are doing everything 
possible to have the concessions re­
voked, and the residents of COWieftan 
valley are, figuratively speaking, up in 
arms. They have circulated a petition 
te be-.forwarded to thé •federal author­
ities asking for the cancellation of thé 
licenses Immediately. While how­
ever, the large majority Of the pebble 
interested are bitterly opposed to. the 
proposal, the Dominion government 
hitherto hds shewn no signs, of with­
drawing from thd position assumed.

On the ether Hand the provincial 
authorities have take# the matter up 
and intend using every endeavor to 
have the «censes held By the Capi­
tal City Canning Company quashed. 
Their stand has received the public 
endorsation, in fact, it is commended 
by the sportsmen of Vancouver island, 
regardless of political faith. It is not 
deemed a party issue, but is looked at 
in the light of a question materially 
effecting the welfare of all devotees 
of the rod and line, on the decision of 
which depends the maintenance of the 
reputation of the Cowlohan lake, 
river and adjoining waters as one of 
the finest fishing reéorts of British 
Columbia'.

In order that the matter may be 
brought to a focus without delay, the 
provincial government has passed an 
order-in-council prohibiting net fish­
ing of any kind whatsoever in the 
water of CoWlchan bay. Thé docu­
ment is awaiting the signature of his 
honor the lieu tenant-governor. This 
will bring the Dominion and thé 
province together, and should the for­
mer maintain that they have the right 
to grant licenses empowering Canning 
companies to fish in those, waters 
above the heads of the local officials 
the case must go to the courts. Mem­
bers of the provincial administration 
have expressed their determination to 
assert British Columbia’s rights in re­
spect to the question of the control 
of fisheries. Therefore the outcome 
wHl settle, not only the Cowlchan Bay 
difficulty, but thé broader question of 
the power which the law 
province in relation to. the fishery reg­
ulations on the inctitnd and coast wa­
ters of the province.

Hugh Arthur, of Jardine, Matheson 
& Go., Who /arrived in Victoria oh Ms 
way to England on an important mis­
sion for the great British -firm in 
China bÿ the C. P. R. steamer Monte- 
agle Tuesday morning, has many ex­
erting experiences to relate regarding 
his investigation of the Conditions fol­
lowing the recent opening' of Nanning, 
an important city of Kwangtung of the 
south China ‘province instead of Wwel- 
lin, the present capital. At one time 
he Was bound with ropes and other­
wise maltreated by a horde,of shrieky 
ihg.Chlp.ese..

While willing to discuss trade and 
political ‘ matters in south China, Mr. 
Arthur did not care to go into the 
particulars regarding the attack upon 
him By Chinese, but details were given 
by fellow travellers. They said the 
attack took place at Wuchou, where 
different firms, Including Jardine, 
Matheson & Co., purchased land on 
the river bank -for trade purposes. 
The claim of Jardine, Matheson & 

‘Co, to the foreshore 
been insisted upon at once for the 
reason that there was a temple there 
and that a Chinese police "hulk was 
moored there. Mr. Arthur, who speaks 
Chinese fluently, way sent to take pos­
session for his firm, and in order to 
insist upon his company’s rights dis­
connected the bridge plank from the 
police Junk. Afterward the local offi­
cials set upon him, and threatened to 
kill him. He had a strenuous ten 
minutes, being bound with ropes and 
struck a hümber of times. The mat­
ter was referred to the British min­
ister at Canton, who brought It to the 
attention of the Chinese government. 
It is still a matter of discussion be­
tween the British and Chinese gov­
ernments.

“The opening of Nanning,’’ said Mr. 
Arthur, "will effect an important 
change in trade conditions at Wuchou, 
which has hitherto been the control-1 
ing centre on the West river. Wuchou, 
opened since 1897 Is the highest navi­
gable point for cargo steamers, though 
Junks and native craft go> beyond; 
Nanning. Cargo has hitherto been 
secured at Wuchou by competing firms 
under a system of transit passes, but 
customs arrangements were recently 
made whereby goods may be shipped 
direct. The new arrangements will 
aitedt the ‘squeeze’ at llkin stations 
and give merchants a direct centrer of 
the trade. They can now charter 
junks themselves, which will be free 
of the native llkin stations under a 
customs flag,"1 "and not be 'interfered

These are distinguish­
ed as northern and southern savages 
They occupy1 equal portions, a.o.ctx- 
imately, of the long strip of territory 
comprised between the median lin» 
and the eastern coast, but whereas 
th* Northern Barbarians—the Head­
hunters—have hitherto shown th 
selves absolutely implacable and 
enable to force only, the Southern 
Barbarians are comparatively gentle 
and will listen to persuasion.

An interesting feature of the 
ment is that the rank and file is com­
posed of Chinese levies in the service 
of the Japanese. The movement inau­
gurated last Autugm by General Sak- 
uma, the viceroy, is directed against 
the northern - barbarians, the head­
hunters.

THE JAPANESE LINE

LP-irhThe semi-annual meeting of the 
Nippon Yusen Kaisha (the Japan 
Mail Steamship company which oper­
ates a Une to this port) was held 
shortly before the steamer Monteagle 
left Yokohama and it was shown that 
the net income for the past six months 
amounted to 1,280,514 yen, the equiva­
lent of $640,257, which with the reserve 
brought the total to 2,054.726 yen. Of 
this a dividend totalling 1,160,000 yen, 
at the rate of 10 per cent, and a spe­
cial dividend of 2 per cent., amounting 
to 220,000 yen was paid.

. R. Kondo, president, said that the 
business of the period under review 
had been considerably inactive, and 
accordingly the accounts were serious­
ly affected. As the natural result after 
the war a depression was unavoidable, 
which "effect had tv en anticipated at 
the previous general meet.ng. This 
pessimistic i,view was not only enter­
tained in shipping business circles- but 
also' in /general commerce". The foreign 
shipping firms which have services in 
the Far East especially two promi­
rent German shipping companies, are 
experiencing sorbe difficulty with the 
lines to Japan. The Japanese shipping 
companies must endure with patience 
at the present critical time and muet 
awiat the recovery of general business 
The present condition of the Nipoon 
Yusen Kaisha is not very favorable, 
yet the business is five times as large 
Ss it was ten years ago. There is no 
doubt that the company will accomp­
lish further development in the future. 
Owing to the position of the Island 
Empire, further improvement in the 
shipping business seems to be natural, 
and on the other hand a further .de­
velopment of general commerce is at­
tainable. The Whole property of the 
Nippon Yusen Kaisha, at the present 
is valued at forty-seven million yen. 
Mr. Kondo went on to say that under 
negotiation with the Osaka Shosen 
Kaisha, the Hunan Steamship com­
pany, and Dalto Steamship company 
the Nippon Yusen Kaisha has joined 
with the China-Japanese Steamship 
company which was recently estabr 
fished.

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The granting of a two years’ renewal 
to the Union Steamship Company Is 
reported to carry with it certain con­
ditions for a radical improvement in 
the service now furnished. In the great 
scheme mapped out by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier at the Imperial conference for 
fast communication between England 
and Austria aftd New Zealand vià 
Vancouver it was required that a 
faster steamship service should he 
Inaugurated on the Pacific. TWenty- 
four days is the present time between 
Sydney and Vancouver and it Is 
desired to cut this down to eighteen 
or nineteen so that mails cqh he land­
ed In London from Sydney within 
twenty-n^fle days.

Under the terms of the new contract 
faster steamships will be placed 'on 
the Pacific and through traffic 
rangements between the C. P. R. and 
the Dillon Company a fast service 
across Canada will be given and the 
mails will be handled across the At-- 
lafttic by the Canadian Pacifie Em­
presses.

Just how much the time on the Pa­
cific will be cut down Is a matter of 
conjecture at present. During the life 
of the new contract arrangements are 
to be made, for the operation of still 
faster steamers On the Pacific SO that 
the time between Sydney and LohcfOn 
may b«r reduced to at least twenty-five

dogs. The ICe held for 15 miles and the 
sited Waff abandoned and 
packed dh the dogs. At Golden Gate 
the ice was unsafe so they camped to 
wait for open water. A raft 
and as soon as the ice permitted they 
worked- against current and floating 
ice until late in the afternoon ana 
landed on Aft island. Before they had 
finished a haetÿ nteal the ice closed In 
and they were marooned wltheut food 
for themselves or the dogs.

“To ward evening sin open strip tit 
water showed up. They placed ti)e 
mails and two dogs On' the raft, ex­
pecting the other dogs to swim but 
they became fagged and all but one 
climbed on to the *tift . causing it to 
Sink a foot under water. The other dog 
fried to get on but finding herself un­
able turned and swam -with the cur­
rent and her fate 18 unknown.

“From this time on they waded 
sloughs and rafted across rivers, reach 
Ing-the Teepe late the night of May 81. 
AH day Saturday they tramped and 
waded and at 6 p. m. reached Toochi 
rlvér within two qnd a half miles of 
Log Càbih. Alexander sW6m Acfbss the 
Todchi and came to Log Cabin for help 
but Fisher refused to leave the mail 
and dogs. ;

“Early Sunday moaning Alexander 
and Tugweil went to the river and 
built a raft. When they had reached 
Fisher they loaded mail and dogs on 
and began the return trip. When mak­
ing across the current began to drive 
them on to the rapids. Tugweil jumped 
and swam ashore with a rope saving 
the day. They arrived here at 10 a. m.

According to private advices receiv­
ed in the city this story, far from being 
overdrawn, does not set forth the dan­
gers encountered as fully as might 
have been done. Eye witnesses say if 
Tugweil and Alexander had not left 
the- raft i when they did they ‘.undoubt­
edly would have perished and a strong 
effort Is to be made It is said, to in­
duce the local government to put a 
bridge across the Toochi river,-which 
would lessen the danger of the route.

The killing of 
the young fish was bound to effect the 
supply ultimately: in view of this 
evidence of the laxity of official*, he 
doubted the expediency of allowing 
fishing In Cowlchan bay under any 
conditions as long as there was a de­
sire to preserve the lake and the river 
for disciples of Isaac Walton.

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REPAIRS FOR OHIO.

Efforts to build a cofferdam around 
the torn bows of the steamship Ohio 
will be made. As soon as this is suf­
ficiently strong to maintain itself 
against the pressure of the water, the 
stern Will he sunk so as to force the 
bow In the air, above where the plates 
are damaged. The ship will be run 
as near shore as possible and the work 
of temporary repairs will be rushed.

Owing tb the low lying beach, the 
ship will be unable to get within at 
least two miles of the shore before she 
strikes the beach. The small rise and 
fall of the tide, which seldom am­
ounts to more than six or seven feet 
in the Bering Sea, will make the work 
extremely difficult. If calm weather 
prevails, however, there Is every pro­
spect that the ship will be repaired 
sufficiently for her to be navigated to 
this port. The divers working on the 
ship have reported a hole about five 
feet long In the bow, which looked as 
If a jagged piece of ice had pushed- 
through the side. Other plates 
also sprung.

Temporary repairs would be at the 
best slightly Weak. Heavy storms are 
frequent in the Bering Sea. If good 
weather continues, every hope Is - 
tertained by the company that the ves­
sel will be Saved.
