It ie only yeeterdey that the first telephone ( 
was established in our midet; to-day, there 
ie not a town of any importance in New 
Brunswick or Nova Scotia that doee not pos- 
wee it telephone exebenge; to-morrow, so to 
epeek, it will be possible for every telephone 
subscriber to communicate personally with 
any other eubecriber in all the varinue cities. 
end towne throughout theee Provinces. Dur­
ing the last seven or eight yeere the Bell 
Telephone Company of Canada has been 
gradually taking possession of all our Mari­
time town, and establishing local exchangee 
therein, Last August all the plant end 
equipment of thie Company together with its 
"good will” passed Into the bande of a 
number of eterprising Haligonians, the Nova 
Scotia Company (limited); President B. W. 
Chipman ; present capital covering the two 
Provincee, $200,000. In that Company, the 
original Bell stockholders etill own a con- 
siderable quantity of eheree; the Halifax 
men, however, heve the controlling interest. 
It was with a view of ascertaining eome facts 
in reference to the wonderful growth of the 
telephone bueineie throughout theee Pro- 
vinces, end of the far-reaching plane of the 
above Company, that the reporter welted 
upon the energetic end genial secretary of 
the orgenitetion, Ald. B. F. Pearson of Hali­
fax, now in Fredericton promoting legislation 
in the interests of the Company.

" What is the extent of the Company's 
operatione up to the present F" asked the 
reporter.

'• The N.8. Telephone Co., has now con- 
structed and under operation the following 
exchanges in Nove Scotia:—Halifax with 
450 telephones ; Yarmouth 60; Windsor 40; 
Truro 56; Pictou 20; New Glasgow 25; 
Amherst 60 ; Londonderry 16. We are now 
about establishing an exchange in Spring 
Hill, and also in Antigonish and this summer 
we will locate in Annapolis end Kentville as 
well."

" Yon have eome through linee in opera­
tion have you not P”

" Yes, the idea ie to connect ell these ex­
ohengee with Halifax and we have made 
progress to that end to the extent of

CONNECTING HALIFAX AND WINDSOR, 
e distance of 46 miles, Halifex end Truro, 
a dietence of 03 miles and that same trunk 
line ie extended to New Gleegow and Pictou, 
embracing Stellerton end Weetville in the 
coal district. We have also a line of 24 
milee between Helifax and Margarete’ Bay 
down the shore, and as soon as spring opens 
we are going to extend it to Mahone Bey, 
where we will connect with a eyetem 
of about 100 telephones in Mahone Bay, 
Lunenburg end Bridgewater, which com- 
prises as you know the headquarters of an 
immense fishery business. The line from 
Halifex to Truro ie also going to bo extended 
to Ambsrst (which is just halfway to St. 
John), end has already reached Londonderry, 
a distance of 17 milee from Truro. Poste 
are now all up to Amberet ready for the 
wiree to be etrung when the spring opens.”

"What heve you done in New Brunswick?” 
We have in operation at St. John, an ex­
change of 360 inetrumente, which ie con­
nected by on Independent live with St. 
Martine end intermediate pointe. We heve. 
in Fredericton a circuit of 70 telephones, et 
Woodstock 40, et Moncton 00, end heve a 
business arrangement for e connection with 
the exohengee et Chethem end Newoeetle 
(about 80 telephonee) now owned by Meeere 
Snowball and McKsnsis."

" What are your plena for the future as

•• I wee about to eey that we have complet­
ed our work in Nove Scotia with the except­
ion of building a line from Hantsport near 
Windsor, to Annapolis. In thie province it 
Ie our intention ae eoon as spring opens, if 
permission is granted us, to construct e. lins 
from Moncton to St. John end from

ST. JOHN TO WOODSTOCK VIA FREDERICTON, 
Whet distance of through lines co nnecting 

the various towne heve you now in operation?”
" About 200 miles in Nove Scotia, but 

none es yet in New Brunswick. Before thie 
season is over we hope to here 100 milee more 
in Nove Scotia, end 260 miles in Now Bruns­
wick, which would be the distance, roughly 
speaking, from Amberet N. 8. to Woodstock 
vie Moncton, St. John end Fredericton." 
‘H Where ere your telephonee manufact- 
ured?"

"Chiefly by the Bell manufactory et Mont- 
reel; they heve such facilities for turning 
out a superior machine, tbet we heve ebout 
abandoned the idee which we entertained et 
first of making them ourselves. The tele­
phonee, however, constitute the emelleet pert 
of our equipments. We uee the beet of 
galvanised iron wire imported from Germany 
for local circuits, end copper wire for toll 
linee, imported from New York. The ex- 
changes et Halifax end St. John being right 
on the seaboard, necessitate the use of an ex. 
pensive description of wire constructed of 
sillicon brosse, e new meterlel recently in­
vented in Germany. It is more costly then 
copper, but having e greeter teneile strength, 
e smeller end lighter wire can be need end 
therefore it is really cheeper in the end."

* Whet description of posts do you em­
ploy ?" " Oeder posts, 40 to the mile. We 
ere now ebout asking for tenders for 20,000 
poste for delivery before the let of June, to 
be used on the extension from Amherst to 
Woodstock."
“Whet (toll do you charge on through 

lines?" For the uee of linee outside of his 
own particular town or city, we charge the 
eubecriber extra. He paye 16 cents for a 
conversation of five minutes, at a distance not 
exceeding 16 milee from the local office; 
25 ceote for e conversation with e point 60 or 
70 milee away, and ae yet, we heve not ar- 
ranged whet the toll ehell be for greeter dis- 
tances then theee."

He (McLellan) might with truth and justice 
heve claimed much more on behalf of the 
Government.

He earnestly 
watched the face of the dying monerch until 
he expired.

When Bismarck entered the Reichstag, at 
12.86 Friday, he deposited the imperial order 
closing the eeeeion. The order wee the last 
official document signed by the late Emperor. 
The Reichstag adjourned indefinitely. When 
Biemarck descended from the elevated seat, 
he was greeted by Count Von Moltke, and 
the members crowded eround him ee he show- 
ed the order dissolving the Reichstag, all 
being anxious to eee the last signature of the 
Emperor.

At the opening of the Lower Houee of the 
Prussian Diet, the eeme day, Herr Von Putt- 
kamer. Vice President of the Prussian Minfa­
terial Council, arose and raid: M I have the 
eed duty to meke e moot painful communiea- 
tion to the House. Il bee pleeeed God to 
call Hie Mejeety the Emperor, in the twenty- 
eight year of hie glorious reign, from hit 
hie earthly existence by a peaceful death at 
8.30 o’clock thie morning. You will not ex- 
pect me, et thie meet solemn moment, when 
sorrow and care so deeply stir our beartv, to 
attempt to depict the feelings with which the 
whole nation is filled through the low of our 
meet beloved, exalted and venerable ruler, I 
may, however, safely and confidently oay, on 
this day of tore trial, that the Prussian peo­
ple and their representatives will now more 
than ever be penetrated by the consciousness 
that the sorrow of our exalted Sovereign’s 
house is there, and that the deeper the uni- 
versul pain et the decease of our ever re­
membered king the stronger end more indis- 
soluble will be the link uniting Prussia’s 
sovereign house and Prussia’s people in good 
end evil days. I leave it to yourselves to 
make such resolutions as are suitable to the 
gravity of the situation.” Herr Von Kool- 
1er, President of the House, closed the sit- 
ting with the words : " God protect the 
Royal Howe and the Fatherland.”

The late Emperor was born in 1797, on 
March 22, the second son of King Frederick 
Williem III of Prussia, end of the Princess 
Louise, of Mecklenburg-Strelits. Educated 
as o soldier, be took part in the Moody cam- 
paign of 1818 and 1814, against Napoleon 
Bonaparte. Hie life was attempted on several 
occasions, and he has also had such vicissi- 
tude in hie career as appeared likely at the 
time of their occurrence to preclude the 
possibility of hie ever occupying hie high 
position. He was mede Governor of the 
Prussian Province of Pomerania in 1840. 
During the revolution of 1848 he was a 
refugee la England. Circumstances favoring 
Me return to hie own country, be became 
Commander-in-chief of the Prussian army, 
and saw active service in that capacity to 
1849. Ten years afterward saw him Regent 
in consequence of the mind of Me brother 
(the King) giving way. Poeeeeeed of an 
Imperious turn of mind be eoon quarrelled 
with the Chamber of Duptiee, and in 1862 
be saved the country from civil war and laid 
the foundatione of tbet power which has 
since made him the greatest sovereign of 
the continent of Europe, by allying himself 
with Count Bismark. Under Bismark’s 
Prime Ministership, Prussia rapidly rose to 
groat fame by trampling in succession upon 
Denmark, Austria and France. On the 18th 
of January, 1871, King William reached the 
pinnacle of hie greatness, when, in the Hell 
of Mirrors in Vereeillee, he allowed himself 
to be proclaimed Emperor of united Germany 
In 1878 hie life was attempted by Hodel, the 
socialist ; less then à month afterward be
