GRIP BADLY SCORCHED.

A Ten Thousand Dellar Fire in the Print-
ing Office.

At 8 o’clock last evening a couple of boys
informed Policeman Geddes that the lower
part of the Grip office, in Adelaide street
east, wason fire. He immediately sounded
an alarm from tox 67, King and Church
streets. The origin of the fire, which is a
profound mystery, was in the counting
room on the ground floor, and rapidly spread
to the storeroom and a portion of the upper
floors. Three boys who were folding papers
upstairs were not aware of the fire until
