Brussels, Dee. 2.—The report of the

ation of any of the proposals was a precise 
understanding:

First, as to the legislative measures likely 
to be taken by the countries producing 
silver.

Second, existing probabilities of the 
future production of silver in the United 
States and Mexico.

Third, the policy of the United States 
as to the purchase of silver.

Fourth, the policy of India regarding the 
mintage of silver.

Regarding the first question, United 
Statçs Delegate Henrv W. Cannon stated 
that the question of limiting silver had 
been considered in the United States 
and it was recognized that under existing 
legislation there were no means for attain­
ing that object and that the modification 
6f the present law in that direction was 
improbable. 1 he Federal Government had 
no direct or indirect interest In the work­
ing of the silver mines. European capi­
talists were, moreover, greatly interested 
in the American mines, making the prob­
lem more complicated.

The value of the silver extracted from 
the American mines was insignificant com, 
pared with the annual total of the general 
production. ,

Mexican Delegate Casasus, in behalf of 
the Mexican Government, declared that the 
production of silver in Mexico bad perhaps 
reached the maximum.

As silver was the chief article of export it 
was not to the interest of the Government 
to intetfere with the industry, and under 
the constitution no means existed to restrict 
the output or to prohibit its export.

Regarding the third question Mr. Cannon 
said that the American Democrats and Re­
publicans, besides the great bankers, ad­
vised a repeal of the Silver Purchase Act of 
1890.

Should the conference fail to make 
disposition of the questions at issue it was 

than probable that America would 
not be willing to continue the purchase of 
54,000,000 ounces of silver annually.

India Wants Bi-Metallism.
, Sir Guilford Molesworth, one of the 

^delegates from India, in speaking on the 
fourth question said that while there was 
hope of an international entente India 
would hesitate to modify her present 
system.

Tlie adoption of a gold standard in 
India, though difficult, would be attended 
by more disastrous results in gold-using 
countries than In India. The only satis­
factory solution would be international bi­
metallism, in which India would join with 
the Latin union and America.

CABINET RECONSTRUCTION.

Tew Can Have Any Idea What the Opera­
tions Really Are.

Ottawa, Dec. 2,—Few can have any 
idea of the “inaide” of a Cabinet 
struetion. Even the pressmen see only a 
small share of what takes place. There is 
one autocrat for the time being and that is 
the man making the cabinet. All the rest 
are suppliants, or silenced men. Most are 
suppliante. The proepeot of not being 
“sent for” keeps a former minister in a 
state of the highest tension and anxiety. 
How these fermer ministers plead 
with their friends; how 
them even weep in their rooms if 
lack of office stares them in the facet Bat 
they dare not approach the autocrat unless 
they receive a message to come. To do so 
would be a breach of political etiquet. 
But they keep their friends at work, and 
all sorts of feelers on their behalf are 
thrown out. An attempt is made to in­
fluence the papers; anonymous communica­
tions appear in local and central papers 
naming or suggesting particular men, not 
for the benefit of the public, but solely to 
catch the eye of “the cabinet maker.” 
Marked papers are sent to him in every 
mail; hie supporters all over the province 
have the right ot addressing him and they 
deluge him with suggestions. While ex- 
ministers or M.P.s of “aspirations” may 
not approach the Cabinet-maker, ordinary 
followers often get into “the presence’’ and 
freely offer advice. But the Cabinet-maker 
simply listens and then dismisses his callers 
one after the other. He says very little to 
anyone. If he takes advice it is from a 
very few, and generally from men who are 
not in the hunt. But when the 
deal is under way; when two or three 
appear to be on the inside and have the 
look of having been sent for, then the thing 
begins to take on shape; others begin to get 
an idea of what is on; the pressmen who are 
friendly begin to make predictions, and 
everyone is making a slate. The Cabinet 
“crisis” here has reached this latter stage, 
and now the politicians are flocking in, and 
the official announcement may be expected 
at any moment.

The grounds of the claim» that are put 
forward on behalf of this and that man are 
enough to try the patience and the nerves 
of the most expert Cabinet-maker. The 
Cabinet-maker is expected first of all to 
consider broad geographical claims, and 
these have taken tlie form of four Maritime 
men, four Quebec men, five Ontario men 
and one from the West. And 
then it cornea down to districts in 
provinces. Men claim Cabinet recognition 
because they imagine themselves strong in 
their district; others that they have a per­
sonal following in the House, and 
The Quebec (city) district wants one, Mont­
real district two and the English-speaking 
of Quebec one. In Ontario there are the 
eastern men, and the western men and the 
Toronto men. And then there are the 
race claims. There must be at Rest three 
French-Canadiane; the Irish Catholics 
must not be overlooked; the Orangemen 
not unrepresented. Must the Highland 
Scotch be ignored! It looks so this time. 
Religion also commands attention, and the 
Baptists ought not to be passed over acd 
the Methodist vote kept in line. And then, 
lastly, the Cabinet-maker begins to consider 
the question of quality.

Why do Cabinet-makers prefer old 
for their timber! Sir John Macdonald said 
because they were obedient. Younger 
are inclined to cause trouble; but an “old 
boss” goes quietly in Cabinet harness, 
offers to kick and is always reliable. 
And then of the younger men, each is so 
jealous of the other. Anyone who has ever 
been on the inside of a Cabinet struggle, 
whether in England, in the States or Can­
ada, and no matter what the party, must 
have been struck by the absolute singleness 
of purpose with which each man fights for 
himself and shoves his knife clear up to the 
hilt into anyone and everyone that comes 
within reach of it. And yet they all do 
love the game.

New York, Dec. 2.—Jay Gould died at 

9.16 this morning.
The history of Jay Gould irom the bare­

footed bov who wandered over the rough 
hills of Delaware County to the railroad 
king whose wealth was estimated at 
$60,000,000 is one of the most remarkable 
among onr self-made men.

His life for the past few months has been 
a Constant battle against the inevitable and 
all means that medical skill and the interest 
that friends and relatives could suggest 
wire employed to prolong the financier’s 
life. He was taken about in private 
luxurious cars to places where milder air 
and the- absence of business excitement 
might be expected to work a recuperation 
of his energies. Bnt to no avail.

Mr. Gould controlled about 13,000 miles 
of railway lines.

The direct cause of hie death, as stated at 
the house this morning, was pulmonary 
consumption.

No two estimates agree as to the amount 
of Mr. Gould’a fortune. The fnoet conser­
vative estimates place it at about $80,000,- 
000, while some people in Wall-street, who 
think they know something about his accu­
mulations, figure that he must have gotten 
together fully $100,000,000.

Signs of activity were noticed about the 
crater of the Conchequa volcano, near La 
Union, in the Gulf of Fonseca. At 10 
o'clock that night a violent earthquake and 
the 6000 inhabitants of La Uni fled to the 
beach.

Shock after shock struck the city and 
the older buildings were tumbled in ruins. 
The stone cathedral was reduced to a form­
less heap an® 50 or 60 other buildings were 
wrecked. Twenty-four persons were in­
jured.

One-third of the island of Conchequa in 
the Gulf of Fonseca, seven miles from La- 
tenim, was split off by the shock, and sud­
denly sank ont of eight. The crater of 
Conchequa did not break forth again, but 
it shows signs of coming eruptions.
