commissioners, traveling dairies, official
literature and so forth.

Since The Globe has raised this very
Question, we ask a careful consideration
of the same at the hands of Farmer-Gen-
eral Dryden. Perhaps the money devoted to
the Agricultural College at Guelph, whose
usefuloess hgs been more than once publicly
questioned, would be more effectively spent
if diverted into bonnses for high-class
butter:making. »The idea of receiving a
bonusis an inducement which would mag-
netize a farmer when the allurements of a
college education for his son would not have
the slightest effect.

Of what avail
isit to grow wheat if there be no mill to
grind it* As one illustration of the pro-
mising future that 1s in store for nickel, the
writer quotes from The Engineering and
Mining Journal of a recent date, in which it
is announced that *‘the contract for over
10,000 tons of hull and protective deck-plate,
for the new warships, Brooklyn and Iowa,
has been awarded to the Carbon Steel Co.
of Pittsburgh, Pa. The protective deek-
plating is all to be nickel steel, the percent-
age of nickel to be- about 3 or 4 per cert.
The value of the work approximates about
€1,000,000, ‘In order to -fill that ceatract
they will have to ¢come to Sudbury for/the
nickel; 10,000 tons of plate would require
400 tons of nickel, equal to 800,000 pounds.
at 62 cts.,, Or $496,000. It would require
about 12,000 tons of ore, reckoning the
nickel at 3 per cent. The Ontario Govern-
ment is censured for its do-nothing policy in
regard to the development of a mineral that
is bourd to play an important part in the

The Board of Works Seem to Think
That the Mayor Is an Obstructionist

Was Suppresied—A Lively Meeting
and How It Ended,

was called yesterday by Chairman Lamb
for the purpose of ascertaining if there was
no way of solving the difficultios existing
between the city and the 'street railway.

Ald. Lamb received a letter from the
Railway Company Monday, calling’ his
attention to the fact that their letter to the
Mayor, proposing a solution of the per-
plexity, still remained unanswered, al-

though received by His Worship two
weeks ago,

WWhat the Letter Contained.

The communication further set forth
that thecompany was willing to make con-
cessions in order -to save litigation and
delay and provide for tho immediate
construction of track allowances for the in-
troduction ofja complete electric system ona
large scale, The company also solicited an
opportunity of conterring with the mem-

es of the council for the purpose of com-
ing toan agreement.

Mr. Everett and ‘Mr. McKenzie were
present on bchalf of the company. The
former in addressing the committee hoped
for an immediate settlement and expressed
the opinion: that hereafter all transactions
between the city and the company would
be accomplished without frigtion.

Fried the Closure,

When Ald. George Verral rose to speak
His Worship quite lost his head and at-
tempted to take the floor from the speaker
on the ground that he was afraid that Ald.
Verral was going" to make statements
which, if made at all, should be made mn
court and under oath.

Chairman Lamb, however, gquickly
squelched the Mayor and Ald. George
Verral, while disclaiming any intent of
being about to say anything against the
city’s interests, boldly stated thav if he
thought the company was’ right in its
contention he would not hesitate in casting
his lot in with it. He was on the
committee when the agreement was made
with the street railway regarding the pave.

Ald. Lamb acknowladged that both par-
ties were a little in the wrong but was sat-
isfied that henceforth all would be plain
sailing. :

The Company’s President Speaks,

Mr. McKenzie explained the sitnation by
saying that the company objected strongly
to having the track allowances paved in
piecemecal. They wanted to go and do the
whole work, an entire street at a time. The
manner in which the pavingwas being done
now necessitated the use of the horse cars
oun the new rails in certain portions of the
city. The board, he understood, had pass-
ed all the streets to be paved on the under-
standing that the question of liability was
to be left to the vourts.

The Mayor stated that Mr. McKenzie
was right as far as he went, but what
stopped the work was that the company
had dictated an agreement which practical-
ly put the city out of the courts before it
had entered vthem.

Mr. McKenzie: Yes, yes; keep on;
that’s right; twist the agreement around to

suit yourself, as you’ve been doing ever
since you’ve been in the Hall.

Ald. Hewitt denounced His Worship as
being the cause of the poor ‘condition in-
to which the King-street pavement had
fallen. He pinned the responsibility
on him because he had used
every argument in his power to oppose vhe
introduction of the trolley system until the
last minute, when just before the Exhibi-
tion came off he started to take an active
interest in the proceedings and was mainly
instremental in hurrying on the King-street
work so fast that there was no time to
wait for granite setts for toothing.

Who Blocked Progress ?

Ald. J. E. Verral then accused His
Worship of purposely trying to block the
work by not turning over the letter re-
ceived by him from the Street Railway to a
committee to deal with.

Ald. Maloney knew of the letter being
received by the Mayor and stated that His
Worship had asked to have the letter left
in his hands  until he could gather informa-
tion regarding it. In a day or so it was to
be considered by a committee. Ald. Hill
had also seen the letter, and the Mayor had
told him that action would be taken in a
day or swo regarding it.

This Motion Carried,

Ald, Lamb averted the threatened storm
by introducing the following motion, whichg
was carried:

With regard to the proposal of the Toronto
Rallway Company:

a. That the company would releage the c ity
from'the obligation to lay down the pavements
in conjunciion with the layiog of the tracks for
electric system. .

b. That the company would release the city
from its obligation of construction, maintenance
and repair.

c. That thecity would release the company
from the‘payment of $800 per milo for the pav e-
ment account, and,

d. That the company would lay the pavements
on their track allowances at their own expense,

This committee, without exlpressinz an opinion
as regards the advisa bility of acceptiug the pro-
pagsition before referred to or in any way adopt-
i:: the same, or admitting the city’s liability in
the matter, but for the purpose of arriving at
an amicable settlement with the Toronto Railway
Company. recommend that the proposition be.
referred to the City ¥ngineer and City Solicitor
to report upon such conditions they would sug-
gest so that the before-mentioned change might
be consummated, keeping the following details
in view:

1. The City shall have absolute control over
the streets.

2, Ali the work of comstruction and the super-
structure to be carried out to the satisfaction of
the City Engineer, as at present.

8. When a street is to be paved or re-paved as
local impravement the track sllowance shall be
constructed with the same material and at the
same time, and on failure of the Toronto Railway
Company to 8o carry out the work the City &n-
gineer to have power to proceed and carry out
the work and collect the cost from the railway
company.

4. The R&H ay Company to keep the track al-
lowaaces, Viz.: 16 feet 6 inches in width, in first-
class condition and repair, both as regards the
superstructure and the pavement, and where the
City Engineer finds the work is not done to his
satisfaction he shall have power to do this work
himself and coilect thq cost from the Toronto
Railway Company.

5. Nothiog in- this proposed change to affect
the ownership of the roads or to prejudice the
city’s interests in the same in any form what-
ever,

6. On the termination of the leage, or any re-
newal thereof, the track allowaunce, pavement
end superstructyre, shall revert to the city on an
equitable bas{s.

7. The class of pavement to be laid down to be
in ail cases subject to the approval of the City
Engineer.

8. The amount of debentures already expend-
ed on track allowances shall be paid anoually to
the City Treasurer by the Toronto Railway Com-
