In your issuc of the Zaptist, July 28th, 1887,
we read, with surprise, in a sermon of Mr, Spur.
geon's, the following words: *“T'hen, next, this
remembrance of the death of Christ must be
constant. ‘The Lord’s Supper was meant to be
afrequent feast. 1 think it a grisvous mistake
when the Communion comes but once in a
quarter of a year—aye, and even once ina month,
1 should not feel satisied with the breaking of
bread less.often than on the first day of every
weck, and practically it comes much olicner to
me, for it is my great delight whenever 1 have a
few Christian friends to say, Let us break bread
now that we are met tdether.”  We had always
supposed that Mr. Spurgeon’s church observed
the-communion of the Lord's Supper but once a
month, like the majority of Canadian Baptist
Churches, ‘This has been the impression gener-
ally Jeft on the public’mind by the writings of
Canadian ministers visiting at Spurgeon's Taber-
1 . Wewould not wishi to hold up My,
Spurgeon and his church as an example for alt
other Baptist ministers and churches, only so far
as he follows Christ, but we would like 1o know,
if Mr.-Spurgeon's views and practices are correct
on this subject, why does not the same custom
prevail among our Canadian-Baptist Churches,
or; in fact, among all Bagtist Churches.  Hhe s
1ight, then all.others not likeminded must e
wrong. If Christians sfon/d commemorate the
Lord's -death. every Lord's Day-—the -proper
time for-their -regular mecting together—then
what authority.-have we for neglecting it so fre.
quently, and only observing it once.a month, or

.onee a quarter, or whenever it- suits-our con-

venience.  If the time for observing: this ordin-

- anceis purely a matter of choice or convenience,

and if the observance of the ordinance is not a
part of regular divine worship, then why not limic
the observance of 1t to once a year, or once in a
lifetime, the same as baptism.  But if it is 2 soul-
refeeshing part of divine service and-should- be
observed on-the first day of every week, as Mr,
Spurgeon believes, and as the carly disciples also
believed, then why-is it so almost universally
neglected_among our churches? Would- some
