STRENGTH OF VITRIFIED SEWER
PIPE.

That oidinary vitrified sewer pipe has
an ultimate strength to withstand an inter-
nal pressure of 100 Ibs, per square jnch is
a statement which will, perhaps, surprise
many enfncers.  ’rofessor M. A. Howe,
in a paper in the Engineering News,
reports experiments showing thisto be the
case, but proving the weak point of such
pipe, so far as bursting pressure is con-
cerned, is the joints. The ordinary joint
fails at about one-fourth the pressure
which the pipe itself will withstand, but
by using improved joints the author be-
licves that their strength may be made
cqual to that of the pipe. Thesc facts
arc especridly important m view of the
use of witrificd pipe for water supply con-
duits. In neaily every one of the few
cases where vitrified pipe has been so
used. great pains have been taken wo keep
the pipe on the hydraulic grade line so
that 1t"should not be subjcct to internal
pressure.  The detours which this mikes
nccessary, however, may often do much
10 neutralize the saving over cast-iron or
Steel conduits.  If vitrified pipe can be
safely used under moderate .pressure, its
cheapness, cleanliness, and frecdom from
corrosion and incrustation ought to.briny
it into extended usc for water-works con-
duits. Of course it is 10 be remembered
in using such pipe under pressure that
while its strength 1s considerable its resist-
ance is very small. Hence it should
never be used where a water hammer can
come upon it. A steady pressure it can
