How Cotton is Mado.

Hero lio beapx of tho snowy ontton
wool as1t has n opcned out of tho
balcs in which it was carricd across tho
Atlantic. Take up a tufe of woo!l and
oxamino it. The fibres lio in all dirce-
tions, and aro apparently in a stste of
hpeless cntanglement. It is evident
that beforo thoy can bo formed into a
thread they must bo brought to some-
thing liko parallel order. Accordingly we
find that tho first businces to which tho
cotton spinucr applics himsclf ia to give
the fibros the needful parallel amango:
ment. This he does by snoans of a ma-
chino known 23 3 cavding engine. Tlus
consials of a scrics of drums or cylinders,
covered with fino wiro spikes.  As the
wool is passed through between the
crlindern, tho spikes cutch the fibroz and
draw thom straight.  After this operation
has boen repeated 2 sufficient unmber of
timces, the woel Is dmawn o in  the form
of a soft Tepo about tho thickness of ono's
finger. Asyetit hasreccived no twist,
and conscyuently has to bo dealt with
tenderly. Tho wpo of fibres, having
been wound upan largo bobbing, is taken
to tho firat of tho scrics of spinning ma-
chinces, by which it is drawn ont and
alightly twisted intra cord of about the
thickness of 2 quill.  This cond is then

to another maching which draws

twist, After it has been brought to tho
desired degren of finencsa by operations
such as those, it neceivos its final drawing
and twistiny ontho spinning mule, =
most complicated picco of mochanism.

would not bo so ocasy to sew with. Two
lengths of ?'am arn now twisted togethor,
and thoen threo of those double filamenta
aro formed into o thread. Tho thread-is
reoled off into hanks, and in that forn is
cither bleached or dyed ss may te do-
sired. All that is now nocessary to dois
to polish the throad by passiug it be-
tween rollers having a peculiar motion,
and to wind it upon the bobbina on which
it is aent to market. .

Corrre Caxr.—Ono cup of atrong cof-

fee, ono cup of molasses, omno
cup of butter, two cups of brown
sugar, throe ecggs, four cups of

flour, one nutmeg, ono tcaspoonfnl of
cinnamon, one cup of raisins, ono cup of
carrynts, and one-half-teaspoonful of sal-
cratus. This makes two loaves.

Rowr JeLry Cake.—Two oggs, ono
cup of sugar, ono cup of cream, ono half-
teaspoontul of soda, and flour to make it
tho thickuess of creum.
