SKETCH OF THE LIFE OF COUNT ROSSI.
(From the Church and State Gazette.)

Born at Carrara in 1787, he became an advocate
and professor of laws in the university of Bologna as
early as 1809. In 1815 he acted as civil com-
missioner during. the occupation of the legations by
Murat, and was in - consequence proscribed.  He
escaped to Geneva, where the rights of a citizen
were conferred upon him in time to rescue him from
the persecution of the Austrian Government. - He
occupied, for nearly twenty years, the chair of Roman
law in the academy of Geneva, the honoured colleague
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in a few words, thanking them for the mannerin which
they performed their duties on the previousSunday
evening and night, but assuring them, a tle same
time, it was owing to no human exertions that the
ship was saved, and then asked us to join kim in a
short prayer of thanksgiving; and most appiopriate
was it for the occasion.

Geron answered : “ My son, these, like every other
good thing, are gifts which come to us frem above,
the merit of which we cannot claim o ourselves, and
still we can do something here below, to enable us to
obtain them.” :
Having uttered these words, the old man arose,
and led the stranger into his orchard, and showed him
the tall and noble trees, covered with delicious fruit,
the sight of which gladdened the heart.
Then the old man spoke.  “ Dost thou wonder
also that T now enjoy the fruit of these trees? See
my son, T planted them in my youth, thou hast the
secret of my happy and fruitful old age.”
The youth cast a look full of meaning upon the
old man, for he understood his words and ‘tressured
them up in his heart.
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of those six men who have very recently been ejected
from their respective professorships in the same
(academy by the present radical Government of that
Republic; so that of these men, so long engaged in
scientific or literary pursuits in the peaceful obscurity
of a Swiss canton, all have suffered for the cause of
constitutional freedom, and the greatest has now laid
down his life. ¢
In Switzerland, M. Rossi was the principal ‘author
of the scheme for the reform of the “Federal Pact,”’
which was intended to effect by pacific means a
change in favour: of the federal authority somewhat
analogous to that which has' resulted from the late
civil war. At that time, however, M. Rossi's scheme
was defeated; and, wearied with the minute  and
untractable elements of Swiss politics, he was induced
by M. Guizot to remove to Paris. A chair of con-
stitutional law was at once placed at his disposal, and
upon his naturalization in France, he rose to fill seve-
ral important offices, and was eventually called to the
Chamber of Peers.  Although he never held a minis-
terial office in' France, he lived in the closest intimacy
with the Government and enjoyed the unreserved
confidence of the Kiug. This circumstance caused
him to be selected for the important post of French
Ambassador at Rome; and, after an absence of thirty
years, he returned to his native country as the pleni-
potentiary of a Sovereign. In that capacity he pro-
bably contribited in a remarkable degree to place Pio
Nono on the Papal throne. :
With the highest intellectual cultivation of. the
French school, united to strong political principles
formed prineipally on English constitational models,
M. Rossi combined all the rarest qualities of the
Italian mind. His vast and unclouded judgment
illuminated whatever he contemplated, and his singu-
larly descriptive eloquence ornamented whatever he
touched. His voice and the gravity of his presence
had in them something of the grandeur of the states-
men and scholars of the best ages of Italy, and nothing
was more utterly at variance with that chattering de-
clamation and those disordered conceptions which
form the staple of what is now termed Italian patriot-
ism., Between him and his political antagonists in
his native country there was this difference—that he
had inherited the lofty facvlties worthy of an earlier
period in the annals of that degenerate race, whilst

The assassination of M. Rossi casts the deepest
shade over the very name of Italy. The wretch who
struck the blow and disappeared untouched in ‘the
ranks of the yielding crowd was in all pmbabilitj but
the mercenary agent of a more criminal faction ;
