"8, possessed
mesns, Abow 't the year 1835, then a member
of the firm oo Begly, Knox & Co,, of Mon-
treal, purchased ,from the gentlemen of the
Seminary of St, ».Mpice all the injlls and
the milling privileges o®aed by them on the
Lacbine Rapids,

Besides the Seminary property Mr, Koox
purchased the farms of Archibald Ogilvie and
\\I’xl'llmm Hu,mub. He aho puorcharved o part
of the priest's oI seminary property border-
ing on the River 8t. Pierre, property

This purchage of the Ogilvis and Haonah
ferce and the seminary milling property, ‘was
made for the purpose of growing flax and for
the eatablis ‘ment of mills for the manufic
ture of linen,

At the time Mr. Knox made these pur.
chages there were in active operation there,
Mr. Lachspelle’s flour mills, Mr. Weaver’s
carding, sploning and weaving miils, Mr.
Cutter’s nail factory and Mr. Goundiv's barley
and oatmeal milis.  These mills then did a
large and profitable business,

Somehow or other those parties were all
driven from, or, rather, wers forced to close
up their mille and leave tha place. The reason
-—at the time—assigned for this was Mr.
Knox’s desire to get rid of them so aa to afford
him acope or reom for his intended flax mille,
Be this as it may, they all left—leaving bMr.
Knox sole master of ths situation to carry
out, uncontrolled, his then grand sshemes,

‘T'hese grand schemes all failed ! or, rather,
were pever entered npen, whether this was
caused by tho disastrous times in commercial
circlea during the troubles of 1837 and 1838.
We know not. But the mills were all closed
and the millers all left for other parts, leaving
thia then promising manufacturing place gra-
dually to fall into decay ! and to present to
the eye, as it does to-day, nothing but wreck
and ruin! A ceserted place !

COUNTRY VILLA RESIDENEES,

A rtranger from the United States remarked
one day to the writer that it was singular
there were so few villa residences on the
Lower Lachine Road, and added—If such a
river shore were within ten miles of the city
of Boston, it would be studded with noat
country homes, syrponnded with fllower gay-
déns and orcharde.

Two obstacles have operated against the
growth of this river side. The firat was, and
i, the semi-annual floods, spring and fall,
inundating the lsud as far out—and even
farther—then the River 8t Pierre. The
recond was the building of the Grand Trunk
Rasilway, the track of which crosses the road
leading out, muking a carriage drive a ravher

From the two mile up to near the six mile
post on the Lower Lachine road is the moes
inviting spot to select five to ten acre lots on
which to Euild country villas nnw or at some
fature day. The bank is sufficiently high and
dry, beirg fully ten to fifteen feet above the
higheat known foods,

This part of the river bank is not unlike,
in height and appesrence, the Canadian bank
of the Niagara river from Chippewa up to old
Fort Erie, and no more charming retreat can
be found in the whole of Capada for quiet
summer residences than this, having excellent
fiuhing spots ; the land, too, ia of the best qual-
ity for the making of gardens snd planting
af orchards.

The only drawlhack at presentare the roads,
the Grand Trunk track, as above referred to,
having intéerfered with the cairiage drive;
but the day is coming when & rail track will
be laid upon the embuskment to be made, up
to Knox's mills, thence to gonnect with the
St. Lawrenco bridge, three miles further up,

Besides this railway by the river shore,
thero will sooner or Juter be made a carriage
road on the north bank of the Aqueduct, all
the way cut to the entrance of the * new
inland cut,” to connect at the city limits with
the Atwater avenue raonning up to Sherbrooke
striet. YWhen such connections are made this
river front will become the moat tavorite
summer resort for the citizens of Montreal,

SAILING UDP THE LACHINE RAPIDS,

Most travellers know what a eail down the
Lachine Rapids is, and thoussnda trom alt
parta of the world bave, at one time or
another, eajoyed such a mil. But to propose
a sail ap the Rapids wouldjbo a novelty,—it
would be denonnced as an impossibility, it
would be lunghed at ; such, however, was
of frequeant occurrence, a common thing, in
the old days of Batteaux and Darham bount
wsiling up this river share.

Ia the old days the Duarham honts, when
not in too great hurry, moored btelow the
Rapids, waitiog for a favorable atrong eastoerly
wind t¢ hoist their saila to eail upwards.
And the writer has it upon the authority of
My, Alexander Somerville, who was born
opposite the Rapids in 181%, and atill livea
there, to state thiat he had otten seen as many
aa i dozen Darham boata passup in one day
under sail sand continue their courze up to
Lske St. Louis, except such as them as had
to call at the King’s Posts to complete their
cargo.

SHHAD FISHING,

Shad fish may aot be a novelty, but shad
fishing would be to most of our readers.
About four acres above the Knox mills,
direatly in front of the Somerville House, is
the spot where the ehad is caught, not killed,
—the term which most people use now a
days for catching fish ; we presume to sa

that when fish are taken by a Jine and hoo

or by a nut, they are canght—not killed ; bat
when speared or shot, as 2ome people do with
their rifles—they ar» cthen * killed,” '

The shad pase up here within ten (o fifteen
feet from the shore, during the firet week of
June, some years a week eartier or later.

The fishermen, the Frenchmen living along
the river front, watch the time of the pussing
up of the shad; then with their nets, mude
at twine .gomewhat in the shape of & two-
buehel bag, fixed on polesabout ten feet long,
take their positicns, standing to about their
waista in the watcr, and muke a sweep of
their nets, immeraing them so that they reach
the butrom, ecooping along down with the
ptream, then hauling in, sometimos empty, at’
times one, two and three; we have seen mix:

THE 2ND CONTANY o% TN LACIOINE BKIGADE,

We had almost formotten to note that it
waa in the Somerville onso the seoond com-
pavy of the Lachine Brigade wae organised,
being the firat ““new company’’ of volanteers
to receiva their arme during the Rebellion of
1837. This was on the firat Monday in No-
vember, 1837, The neighboring farmers and
farm servants met there that day. The farm

wman Catholics, baing then in the
of the late Charles Pen’xz:er. emeloy

Thomaa A. Begly, an Irish Catholic, after-
wards secretary of the Hoard of ‘Worke, was
then manager of the Knox mills, was pro.
posed by Mr, Bomerville and the other officers
of the militia to be the Captain of this new
company. This was accepted by the lrish
laborers as a special compliment to them.
The men marched to town (Montreal) the
next day and receivod theirarme. The writer
joined thiy company, and he believea himeelf
to be the only living memler of i$, unless Mr,
Begly be still liviog.

IIERON'S ISLAND,

TIHF DEVIL'Y ISLAND.

This island is in :he roughest part of the
Rapids and oan only be reached from the
Laochine shore when the Rapids nre frozen
ovor, or rather jammed up. This seldom hap-
pend. The last time we romember wus about
thirty yeara age, Wa then saw three venture-
some young men, namely, James Somerville,
Richard Robinson and Daniel Garmichael,
(the latter two arc now dead) run over to the
island, They ware thankful to get back, but
really terrified at the risk they had run. The
ice bridge gave way half an hour after their
return ! They described the island as cold
and ns barren as '‘*Greenland’s icy moun-
tains,"” having none of the warmth asaosiated
with the fiery abode of His Satunic Majesaty !

THE LA SALLE COMMON.

It is recorded in history that Robert do Ia
Salle—then seigneur of Lower Lachine (about
1666} —hsad sat apart 420 acres of land for a
homeatead for himaelf, we refer our readers
to our account of the Canadian Home of
Robert de la Salle, which haa been printed in
most of the papers of Canada. He also set
spart 200 acres of land, near his home, as &
common, The enstern boundary ot this com.
mon was just where tho six mila post now
gtands, It had o frontage on the river of
about three-quarters of n mile, betwoen the
six-mile post and the entrsnce of the now
inland cut of the Montreal Water Works.

This common ran back to & narrow point
to the high land in the rear-—something io
sbape like a half-moon. This wase the pas.
turo land for the gheep of tbe several farms
for about a mile above and a mile balow it.

It was o common thing in early daya to see
1,000 to 1,500 sheep feeding there during sum-
mer, It is singular how few sheep are now
to bessen on this road, Notas mapy now
cn the whole road as could then be found on
one farm,

This common was parcelled out in 1833
among the neighboring farmers, and is now
covered with amall cottagea nnd all planted
with orchards.

THE KING'S TPOSTR,

The day is far spent and the shades of
evening are gathering sround us as we reach
this old apot—the home of our youth! This
wsns so important position during the war of
1812,
