added by Supreme Resolution No. 254 of August 22, 1955.

In reply, I have the pleasure to inform Your Excellency that this request
having been transmitted to the Minister of Aviation, he, by a communlcatlo
of the first of this month, has expressed his concurrence. Therefore, by the
present note and under Article XI of the above Agreement, the amendrnen
under disecussion is agreed. 7
