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Trucks and other conveyances used for transportation of livestock and
poultry must be maintained in a sanitary condition. Owners and operators
of trucks and other conveyances used for interstate movement of live-
stock infected with, or exposed to, an infectious or transmissible
disease shall be reguired to have them cleaned and disinfected under
officiel supervision. A certificate of such cleaning and disinfection
shell be attached to the waybill or in possession of the conveyance
operator.

Requirement for official health certificate. All livestock, pounltry

and dogs imported into the state shall be accompanied by an officisl

health certificate containing the names and addresses of the consignor
and consignee, the origin of the animals, their finsl destination and
an accurate description or identification of the animels (age, sex,
breed, tag, tattoo or brand number). It shall also indicate the health
status of the animels listed including dates and results of reguired
tests and date of pertinent wvaccinations. Heslth certificates shall be
void after thirty (30) days except those for cattle and hogs entering

the state for exhibition purposes; these shall be valid for sixty (60)

deys from the date of issuance and the requirements for negative

brucellosis tests within thirty (30) days of entry into the state

shell be interpreted to mean within sixty (60) days. The exceptions are:

a. Apperently healthy animsls for immediate slanghter,

b. Horses or mnles of the United States Army o horses which are con-
signed to any race track or entering the state temporarily for
exhibition purposes.

c. Dogs for exhibition purposes which are to be within the state for

a limited time,
d. Poultry. Other than official health certificate required, See

poultry.
