Since its election on September 4, 1984,
the Mulroney Government has been charting a
new direction for Canada, a direction character-
ized by economic renewal and national reconcilia-
tion.

Prime Minister Mulroney has made clear Canada'’s intention to honour
its commitment to the North Atlantic Treaty alliance.

The top priority for the Mulroney Govern-
ment is building a Canadian economy that is
second to none in the world. To achieve this goal,
the federal government is building a coalition of
business, labour and other levels of government
to work together on solutions leading to economic
growth.

In addition to this focus on economic
expansion, the Government has initiated orderly
deregulation in many sectors of the economy,
including transportation and energy.

Reducing the government’s budgetary
deficit, an issue not unique to Canada, has also
become an important economic and social pri-
ority.

Towards this goal, Prime Minister Mul-
roney has commissioned Deputy Prime Minister
Erik Nielsen, to conduct a wide-ranging review of
government programs to suggest improvements
to program efficiency and effectiveness.
