MAMIG PERSONS AVAILABLE TO GIVE EVIDENER
ASSIST INVESTIGATIONS IN THE REOUESTING STATE

(1) The Requesting State may request that a person be made available to testify
or, subject to the laws of the Requested State, to assist an investigation.

(2) The Requested State shah notify the person of the Request to assist in the
investigation or to appear as a witness in the proceedings but non-appearance wil flot
resuit i any sanctions.

ARTICLE

SEARRI AND SEIZURE

(1) The Requested State shall insofar as its law permits carry out requests for
search, seizure and delivery of any material to the Requesting State provided the request
contains information that would justifý such action under the law of the Requested State.

(2) The Requested State shali provide such information as may be required, by
the Requesting State concerning fixe result of any search, fixe place of seizure, the
circuinstances of seizure, and the subsequent custody of fixe property seized.

(3) The Requesting State "Ia observe any conditions imposed by the
Requested State in relation to any seîzed property which is delivered to thxe Requesting
State.

ARTICLEJ

MAKING DETAINED PERSONS AVAMLALE TO GIVE EVIDENCE

(1) A prisoner in thxe Requested State may at the request of the Requesting State
be temporarily transferedto thxe Requesting State to give evidence or assiat investigations.

(2) The Requested State shail flot transfer a prisoner to the Requesting State
unless the prisoner consents.

(3) While the sentence of aprisone in the Requested State has not expired, the
Requesting State shaîl hold the prisoner in custody and shail return dhat prisone in custody
to the Requested State at the conclusion of the proceedings in relation te which transfer
te the Requesting State was seught or at such earlier time as that prisoner's presence is ne
longer requîred.

(4) Where the sentence imposed on a person transferred under this Article
expires while the person is in Uic Requcsting State, that porion shall bo released and
Uiereafter bo treated as a porson referred to in Article 8 and givon thc protection provided
for in Article Il.
