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other things, included statements about involvement with the said Gerda Mun-
singer, about failure to seek the advice of the Law Officers of the Department
of Justice, that there were circumstances that may have constituted a risk to
the security of Canada and that the case was not properly handled; and
to enquire whether the case was handled in accordance with the rules and
principles normally applicable to persons having access to classified information,
and into all the relevant circumstances connected therewith, and in particular
but without limiting the generality of the foregoing to consider fully all reports
submitted to the government or any member of the government of the day and
any evidence laid before them in connection therewith and any further evidence
elicited by or laid before the Commissioner and to consider such other matters
as may appear to the Commissioner to be relevant.

Mr. Howard, seconded by Mr. Knowles, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-142, An Act to amend the Canada Shipping Act (Canadian ships in
coasting trade), which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading
at the next sitting of the House.

Mr. Caouette, seconded by Mr. Grégoire, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-143, An Act to repeal the Electoral Boundaries Readjustment Act, which
was read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of
the House.

By unanimous consent, the House reverted to ‘“Motions”.

Mr. Marchand, a Member of the Queen’s Privy Council, laid before the
House,—Report by Mr. Joseph Sedgwick, Q.C., counsel appointed to enquire
into certain immigration matters, Part II, dated January 27, 1966. (English
and French).

1. Are any Cabinet Ministers directors of any companies, corporations,
etc., and, if so, what Ministers, of what companies or corporations are they
directors, and at what date were any directorships presently held by such
Cabinet Ministers assumed?

2. Did any Cabinet Ministers resign any directorships on being sworn of
the Privy Council and, if so, which Ministers, on what dates, and from what
companies or corporations?
