PRAYERS.

Mr. Speaker laid before the House,—Report of the Joint Committee on
the Library of Parliament, which is as follows:

Your Committee met on June 18, 1969, and recommends that the House
of Commons Reading Room be designated the ‘Parliamentary Reading Room’,
and that Section 10 of the Regulations of the Library of Parliament be so
amended.

Your Committee also recommends that the Regulations of the Library
of Parliament be further amended as set forth hereunder.

The Regulations, so amended, are submitted for approval.

Your Committee recommends that the Regulations of the Library of Parlia-
ment be amended as follows:
1. Section 4 is repealed and the following substituted therefor:
“4. The Library of Parliament, at the discretion of the Parliamentary
Librarian, may:
(a) undertake the collection, by purchase or otherwise, of books
and other materials for the Library;
(b) lend, sell, transfer or otherwise dispose of books and other
materials forming part of the Library; and
(c) enter into book or other exchange agreements with libraries
and other institutions in or outside Canada.”
