inventory and preservation of old growth forests.

The facts are clear. 'Me time is now for the govern-
ment to listen to Canadians and move swiftly toward a
sustainable future.

Mr. Gilbert Parent (Welland-St. Catharines-Tho-
rold): Mr. Speaker, 1 ask you and my colleagues in this
Huse to join me in acclaiming Mr. James Nicholas of
Welland, Ontario, who lias brouglit honour to Canada by
being elected as the International Secretary of the World
Coundil for Global Co-operation.

Aniong
those present at the founding convention were memabers
of the diplomatic corps from. 17 different countries. They
represented more than haif of humanity.

The Prime Minister of Canada was represented by
Senator Richard Doyle. To date 17 international organi-
zations from 15 countries have affiliated themselves with
the World Council.

Internationally, Mr. Nidholas' efforts have been
successful because his labours have been iterpreted as
an important Canadian initiative for peace.
