POINTS 0F ORDER

VO TMSAN'DPROCEEDJNGS

Mr. Peter Milliken (Parliamentary Secretary to Leader of
the Government in the buse of Commons): Mr. Speaker, 1
rise on a point of order. When Bill C-18 was reported to this
House from the Senate the note in Votes andProccedings for that
day, I believe it was a week ago Wednesday, indicated that the
message had been received frorn the Senate inforrning this
House that the Senate had passed Bill C-18 with arnendments.
The amendments were not printed as part of the text of Votes and
Proceedings and I amn concerned that it is very difficuit for
members to have to order a sessional paper in order to see the
text of these amendments.

In our own House when there are amendments moved at the
report stage of a bill the text of the arnendments, of course,
appears in Votes and Proceedings as part of the minutes of the
day. 1 suggest that wh ile many may regard the proceedings in the
Senate as irrelevant and unimportant, in this particular case they
have some importance for this House and it would be convenient
if members were able to read the text of the amendments in Votes
andProceedings. Otherwise members have to go through some
difficulty to obtain copies.

My own cornmittee bas approved changes in the way that
Votes and Proceedings is prepared, designed to save money and
eliminate duplication of printing. The Senate amendments are
flot printed in any other House documentation and 1 do flot know
whether Your Honour has ever tried to get minutes of the Senate.
1 have tried to subscribe for the five or six years that I have been
in this place, and 1 cannot get them delivered on a regular basis.

They are very difficuit to obtain and I could send a staff
member to the distribution office to get a copy but that seems
needless trouble every day. That is what I arn expected now to
do; at least that is the only way I seem to be able to obtain the
minutes of the Senate.

In the absence of a printed record I suggest that it would be
entirely appropriate to have Senate amendments printed in the
Votes and Proceedings and I would askYour Honour to direct the
arnendments to Bill C-18 be printed as a correction to the Votes
and.Proceedings for the day on which the matter was reported so
that they will be recorded then and for the future in our
proceedings se we can see what amendments the Senate makes
to Commons bis when it decides ini its wisdom to make
changes.

I know there are many members who feel it inappropriate for
the Senate to make changes to Commons bis, but the fact is that
it does happen from time to lime and we do have to tolerate this
inconvenience. I do think it ought to be brought to our attention
in our Votes and Proceedings when a message is received from
the Senate indicating that there is such a change.

The Speaker: The hon. member's point is, of course, wehl
taken and your Speaker wîll look into the matter and corne back
to the House with this information.

We will now proceed to routine business of the day.
