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any, and other particulars bearing upon his quali-
fications;

(d) Certificates showing (1) that he holds a di-
ploma, (2) that he has taught at least five years,
(3) that he has not discontinued teaching more
than five years

6 Each candidate shall be examined with refer-
ence to:

(@) The methods of teaching the subjects of the
authorized course of study;

(b) The organization, discipline and manage-
ment of schools;

(¢) The duties of inspectors, school boards and
teachers, and the operation of the school law and
regulations of the Province. Sixty per cent. of the
marks in each of the three divisions of the examina-
tion will be required for passing.

7 The documents produced by the candidates, and
the results of their examination, shall be &ubmlttod to
the Protestant Committee for approval, and the candi-
dates found qualified by the Committee for the position
of inspector shall receive certificates of the first or
second class, according to Form No. 2.
