The compilation of a bibliography, based, on books and 
periodicals on Chinese subjects in languages other than Chinese, 
has become a regular routine in the University Library, which, 
under the direction of Dr. G. R. Lomer, the Librarian, has in­
creased systematically its accessions of books (1,300 volumes),

PROPOSED PROJECTS. Due to its facilities for research 
it is proposed to set up in the Library an experimental project 
for the critical translation into "nglish of selected and important 
sections of the Chinese dynastic histories. The Committee on the 
promotion of Chinese Studies of the American Council of Learned 
Societies, Washington, D, C., has offered its aid in this project to 
MoGill University authorities, whose co-operation in this under­
taking may be looked upon as an approach by American scholarship 
to a major intellectual enterprise in American Sinology.
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
