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all is well. " On the 2ud of June, he requested his attendant to

raise him up, when he exclaimed, " Mother, do you think I am
dying ? " and immediately expired.

Thus lived and thus died,—in hope of a glorious resurrection, a

faithful, laborious, and successful Methodist Preacher.
