l‘New York, Nov. 16.—At a special
peeting of the board of trustees of the
Mutual Life Insurance Company in
this city to-day at which a prelimin-
the recently appointed
gpecial jnvestigating committee was
gubmitted, President Richard MecCurdy
caused a stir announcing that at his
own request hes salary had been cut
jn half from $150,000 to $75,000.
This action was taken at a meesting
of the finance committee, and Mr. Mc-
gy said was the first step in re-
@dng the expenses of the company.
galaries of the other executive officers
of the company also have been reduced
the saving amounting in all to petween
$145,000 and $150,000 per annum.
" Mr. McCurdy's statement to 'the di-
rectors preceded the submission’ of the
investigation committee’s first report.

" he preliminary report was adopted,

together with the resolution increasing
the powers of the committee in con-
tinuing its investigations. The directors
ordered that full publicity be given
to the report as well as to the siate-

t made by Mr. McCurdy.
m;rx‘-esident McCurdy in his address to
the trustees outlined a policy of re-
trenchment the executive’ officers had
decided upon. He declared he did not
know what was contained, in the re-

rt of the special investigating com-
mittee and he did not desire to fore-
stall anything the committee mlght do
for he would abide by its decision.

Mr. McCurdy said he was aware
that the management Had been sub-
jected to severe criticism and that the
company’s business had suffered.

,Not All Deserved.

“But I am far from admitting,” he

gaid, “That -all criticism which bhas

. heen made is just or deserved, but on

the other hand I am not so plind as to
know that a public opinion unfavorable
to the administration has been creqted,
and that its persistence must continue
to work harm to the business of the
company.” ;

The principal reform demanded was
the reduction in the cost of insurance.
He had set an example in cetrench-
merit by asking that his:salary be cut
in half. Commission agencies will he
changed to a salary basis and legis-
lative expenses will be done away_with,
policy-holders prptective commjttees
taking the .places of salaried legal
agents. President McCurdy’s plans
call for a reduction' in every nrauch of
the business.- In conclusion he said:

“Of one thing I am certain, that no
officer or trusteee of this company has
made any unlawful profit out of this
mCe.n .
The Committees’ Heport,

“In their prelimindry report the com-
mittee made a significant request for
the broadening of its powers and re-
commends changes in practices of the
company, “which on their very face
are loose, unsound and open to critl-
cism.” The committee indicates that
its work has just begun and says it
will continue the inguiry making fur-
ther reports and ful%:er recommeanda-=
tiong as results make them desirable.
.The investigation comimittee coneists
of Wm. H. Truesdale, chairman; Juhn
W. Auchincloss .and Stuyvesant Fish.
The committee, commenting on Mr.
McCurdy's request for reduced s~lary:

“Your committee early reachad the
conclusion that any action taken at
this time in changing the scale of
compensation amd determining it for
the future, involved both a ratification
of the past, a position fraught with
possible complications to the company,
ang its trustees and the further ques-
tion of the commital of the company
to the continuance of the personne] of
the present 'management. Your com-
mittee, therefore, was, ‘and remains
unwilling to prejudge the situation in
either particular without obtaining the
precedent authority -of the board of
trustees, taken with a full understand-
ing of all the facts and poss:bilities.”

Hold Up the Contracts.

The committee recommends that
pending further inquiry into tue agency
contracts of C, H. Raymond & Com-
pany, Louis Thebaud and Robart Mc-
Curdy which were the subject of ex-
tended inquiry on the part of the legis-
lative investigating committee all pay-
ments be held up, without prejudice,
however to agents,  Letters from the
trio claim their existing contracts
were justified by business crmrn-‘i':mS.
but agree to accept any modifications
or reasonable 'change.

The committee recommends =t the
end of the present.calendar year all
commission agendcies .be changed to
a salary basis.

The committee recommends as one
of the matters requiring immediate
attention that the establishment which
has been been maintained in Albary,
N. . and the work that Andrew Melds
and his associates, have been angaged
in, be closed ang all expense on what-
ever nature connected therewith on the
part of the company be forwith dis-
continued and its repitition prohinitad.
The committee askg that Fields, if still
in the employ of the company be com-
mandegy/ to return to New York and
appear’ before the Armstrong Investi-
gating Committee. ;

Wishes an Aundit.

The committee asked to be empowered
anq directed. “To make such audit of
the company’s accounts and affairs as
it shall see fit and for that andq any
other purpose the committee is author-
ized to have access, to take under 1is
control any and all things, all recoras,
papers, documents and memoranda
belonging to the company.”

It asks power to call the officers of |

the company to interrogate them cor-
cerning any transactions with which
they have beem connected or with
which they may have knowledge.

Referring to the insurance investiga-
tion, the committee says:

“Certain of the practices and methods
disclosed are so palpably loose ard
Unsound as to. call for immediate at-
tention and correctly by those who are
]P§S directly responsible therefore,
Without waiting the results of a long,
e&xhaustive examination.

This report, therefore, in a great part
deals with and. recommends changes
in pmvtil-w by this company which on
their very face are logse, unsound and
open to criticism,., at once,

Senator Depew was examined .. with
regard to his syndicate participations
and his duties as counsel to the Equit-
able, ' Regarding the ambassadorship
to Paris, Senator Depew said Mr. Hyde
solicited his influence, and that Sena-
tor Depew brought the matter to the
attention of the president, altho he told
Mr. Hyde that he was too young,.

Senator Depew testified he had been a
dirdector of the Equitable since 1877,
an
committee. He never heard of the
various trustee accounts until this in-
vestigation, Hg knew of the campaign
contributions only in a ®Reneral way, by
way of conversation. He did not know
the amount contributed to the national
campaign in 1904. He hoped both state
and nationa] houses would pass laws
prohibiting these contributions. He
thought the contributions were made in
the interests.of the assured at the time,
but he ‘thought the publicity g.ven to
the mattoer in this investigation -has
changed the minds of almost everybody.

Senator Depew said he was first ask-
ed to go into a syndicate by George H.

As to Certain Counsel.

GOVERNMENT ANGERS FISHERMEN.

‘North Shore Trawlers Suffer by Pro-
hibiting of Herring, Catch.

Port Arthhr. Nov. 16.—(Special.)—
Fishermen here are kicking against
orders which are said to have been
jssued by the government prohibiting
the catching of herring this season.
The reason given for this is said to be
that the white fish is being extermin-
ated as a consequence of young fish
being caught with herring.

Fishermen here statge that there Is
nothing in this, as in ns of herring
netted every season only a few pound
of small whitefish have been caught.
They say that the catching’ will be
bene4dcial to white fish, as herring fol-
low the fish into shallow water during
the spawning season, and eat the
spawn.

Prohibiting of ‘the herring season
will be a great hardship on the fisher-
men, and a petition is being drawn up
to be sent to the government.

The mo-
tion was the one originated by Con-
troller Spence, and provided that the
people vote on a license reduction by-
law after it had passed its initial
reading in council. The objections “of
Controller Ward that the motion was
not in order was overruled, as the com-
mittee thought the question should net
be held over for fine points. ;

Accommnodation Inadequate:

‘Ald. Sheppard before being won OVer,
said the present hotel accommodation
was not adequate, and the license com+
missioners snould see to an improve-
meat. If 27 licenses were cut off the
value of the others would go up thirty
per cent., and there would be crowded
saloons and uproarious doings.

Controller Ward argued that "the
question should not be voted on'at el-
ection time. There were not too many
hotels, and the liquor shops were te-
ing conducted in an orderly way and
should not have their number limited.
Controller Spence replied that the
city solicitor’s ruling was that such an
abstract - question could be voted <n
at no other time.

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Happened at Midnight, Too, in Re-
mote Residence in Dorchester
Tp.—Loot Mostly in Cheques.

Ingersoll, Nov, 16.—Between $1800 and
$1900 in notes, cheques ang money was§
taken from the residence of H. George,
Dorchester Township, last night, about
12 o'clock.

The theft was one of the most daring.

leading Conservatives who assert op-
enly that the defeat of the movement
for provincial rights, while greatly to
be deplored, will result ultimately to
the advantage of the Condervative
party and the best spirit of western in-
dependence, " 3

That the Conservative party was run
wholly as a C. P. R. sideshow is no
longer disputed, and to this fact, as
much as to the miserable gerrymander
is charged the overwhelming defeat ¢f
the forces that opposed the Liberals.
Early in the year it was discerned by
those leaders of the party opposed to
corporation domination that an effort

was to be made to put C.P.R. wheels
on the whole provincial rights move-
ment., Senator Lougheed, one of the
recognized forwarders of the C. P. R.
(interests, and R. B. Bennett, the C. P.

AR. solicitor in Calgary, framed up the
/| plan by which the corporations should

be in the forefront of the movement.
As the day approached for the Red
Deer Conservative  convention, the
element of the party opposed to such a
deal protested so ‘violently that The
Daily Herald, the principal Conserva-
tive paper of the territories, published
under the head of “Warning to the
Party” a statement that Bennett's cor-
poration connections made him impos-
sible as a leader- Nevertheless, Loug-
‘heed, Bennett and other C. P. R. men
went to the Red Deer meeting prepar-
ed to secure the leadership. )

The majority of the delegates refus-
ed to sanction Bennett’s -election as:
leader, in fact it was practically un-
animous, that the selection of a leader
should be left to the members of the
party elected to the legislature. At the
close of the convention, after Thomas
Tweed of Medicine Hat, chairman, has
declared that there was no further bus-
iness beforg the convention,and when
at least a fourth of pjhe delegates had
left the hall, and others were hurrying
with them to catch their trains. then
due to leave the depot threée blocks
away, a second and successful attempt
to 'm'a:k% the C. P. R. solicitor leader
of the Alberta Conservative forces was
sprung. Someone called the chair-
man’s attention to the fact that a lead-
der was necessary to carry on a vig-
orous campaign. An unknown voice
nominated Bennett, and by preconcert-
ed arrangement a number of railroad
men yelled “agreed” 3

Before the opponents of corporation
domination were aware of the deal
Bennett had been ‘declared the leader.
