Aﬁer ‘all the kind things that have
been said regarding the -weather for
the 29th Canadian National Exposi-
tion, it came as a rude shock yester-
day, when the heavens opened to per-,
mit a downpour that converted the
grounds into soggy, muddy wastes and

on the attendance for Americans’ Day.
-However, it

sidering all things, the res,ord was a
remarkable one. ’

The day opened dull and drear the
rain_ of tne previous night ‘having giv-|
en something mrore than mere damp-~
ness 1o the ground, and the leaden Sky:
threatening a continuance of the bad!
wgatner During the morning, there,
were steady © downpours, but around
noon fhere appeared good- prospecti
Of a clearing up, and, tho the after-|
noon was dull and dismal, there was,
né further demonstration ‘of the ele-
ments.

But the truce was broken about 6.30
p.m.,. when the rain started in with
great vigor, and as the minutes pass-
ed, the briskness of the shower in-
creased, until it became evident that
there was little likelihood of the even-
ings performance being carried out.
‘Af the outset the grand stand was;
comfortably filled, but there at once
began a steady exodus, thousands- not
waiting . to learn whether the enter-

tainmment would be proceeded with or:

what compensation the management
might have to offer. The Body Guards’
Band, stationed in the grand stand,
dispensed popular airs .as a means of
staying the outpour, but the rain, chill
air, made the family fireside appear
decidedly attractive, and by the time
the performance .was definitely declar-
ed- off. the crowd had been consider-
ably reduced. However, rain checks
were issued, and the advice .given that
these who wished to get their money
back might do so by presenting them-
gelves at the adnrinistration building.
Many retained these tickets, but many
more, who could not command oppor-
tunity to wisit the fair again, obtained
guarters in exchange.

It was estimated by the management
that the rain lost at least $5000 to the
exhibition in grand stand _receipts,
while the admission fees to the grounds'
would have beén some thousands of
dellars. heavier., Not for years, when
Lord Strathcona opened the fair, had!
it heen necessary to ‘take such action,
and the showing for 1907, while muca
ahead financially of previous years,
will suffer materially.

Despite " the depressing atmogphere,
the grounds presented an animated
appearance during the- afternoon. Our
cousins from beyond the border were
present in goodly force, and iheir ex-
uberance of spirits, which is their na-
tural birthright, was superior to: cli-
matic conditions.

The administration building was a
__decidedly busy spot up to about 9.30
p.m. There was a great rush to ‘‘cashj
in,” and the scene was reminiscent of
a run on a bank. Compensation was,
given for all checks in. proportion to'
the value of the seat held, and satis-
faction was expressed at the fair treat-
ment of the managememt.

At the Luncheon.

The attendance atf_ the directors’
furcheon was somewhat smaller than
usual, but the event was a pleasant
pne. Bandmaster Duss was the honor-
éd among the United States visitors,
and addresses ‘were also given by Hon.
E. A. Pyne, President Falconer of the
university, Edmun{l Bristol, M.P., and
otkers. 3

Mr. Duss, led upon to speak for
the visitors, was received with demon-
gtrative warmth. He spoke not ‘as
a musician, but as one who was inter-
ested in a practical sense in the exhibits
of the fair. He disclosed a page in
kis early history, with the statement
that he had, for five years, raised
hcrses, cattle and hogs in Nebraska.
The display of live stock here was the
best he had.ever seen.
