Canadian Remount* for the Army 
in South Africa Are Goins 

Forward.
To-day 600 of the British cavalry re­

mounts which have been purchased In On­
tario by Major Dent will be shipped to 
Montreal. Three hundred were, forwarded 
on Sunday, and there will soon be another 
shipment of 300 to go east. So far, 970 
horses have passed Inspection, but before 
the demand Is satisfied several hundred 
more will have to be purchased. About 500 
horses are lodged in the stables nt the 
Exhibition grounds, and 40 stablemen are 
feeding them and keeping them In shape 
for Inspection. The horses when passed 
are branded with a number on the front 
round part of the hoof. Mr. Walter Har- 
land Smith of Grand’s Repository buys the 
horses and submits them to Major Dent 
for bis rigorous inspection. The average 
price paid by the Imperial authorities is 
said to be $150. Rejected horses are sold 
by auction. Some Canadian cowboys are 
at the Exhibition grounds breaking in the 
uninitiated equine».
