They sald if the Govern-
ment would not earry out its promise they
would go on with the project and have a
clause imserted in the charter by which
the Government could, at a month’s ro-
tice, take over the line by paying the ac-
tual cost of the same. They would agree
to Mr. Campbell and his capitalists receiv-
ing a charter with the same conditions,.
and altho this was at first accepted it
was afterwards rejected by Mr, Campbell
and the charter was asked for with this
ciause eliminated. By taking out this
ciause it. was possible for the company to
sell to any other railroad. True, the Goy-
ernment eould purchase it at any time,
but if this clause was not inserted the
Government would have to buy out the
whole line. Mr. Campbell appeared in the
position of a grafter, grafting on to other
men's ideas and using his influence in Par
llament to secure for himself and pls
friends a valuable franchise which rightly
belonged to the people of this country.
Mr. N. Clarke Wallace also spoke upon
the Canada National Railroad, and defend-
ed himself from the attack made upon
him that during the years he had neen a
representative of West York he had done

he had been instrumental in aididg the
C.P.R. to open up the Northwest and
tonnect ocean with ocean, at a time when
the scheme was bitterly opposed by the
Reform party, and every brick and piece
of sidewalk in Toronto Junction was large-
ly' due to the success of that rallroad.
