LONDONERS USED BOATASSESSMENT JUMPING
Last Party of Returned Men 

Crossed From England On 
the Ill-Fated Liner.

$232,797 Increase Over Last 
Year’s Figures Shown in 

New Records.

So far as can be learned at district 
headquarters here, there were no Lon­
don medic fl officers or nursing sisters 
on the torpedoed hospital ship, Llandov­
ery Castle.

Corp. W. Dawson. 467 Hamilton road, a 
former member of the 142nd, was an or­
derly on the boat. His relatives here 
are anxiously waiting news from the 
other side.

Corp. Dawson had made more than a 
score of trips on the boat.

The last draft of five medical officers 
left here on Monday, June 24, and they 
could not possibly have been aboard a 
ship off the Irish coast on June 27, 
when the tragedy took place.

The previous draft, which included 
Major H. A. Kingsmill and a number 
of nurses, has already landed safely. 
Cables to that effect have been re­
ceived in this city, and this removes any 
possibility of their being on the ill-fated 
ship..

The personnel of the conducting staff 
on the hospital ship is not known here, 
and it is possible that some doctors or 
nurses from this district might have 
been engaged on the staff of the ship, 
though this will not be known for some 
time....

Runner Gordon Munnoch of this city, 
who returned from England recently, 
having been gassed in France, was a 
patient on the Llandovery Castle, prob­
ably on her last trip from England to 
Canada. There were many Londoners 
in the same party which arrived in this 
city about two weeks ago.

Gunner Munnoch stated to The Ad­
vertiser today that he knew of no Lon­
doners on the staff of this hospital 
ship.

The Llandovery Castle was beauti­
fully equipped for hospital work, and 
apart from the outrage committed, the 
loss of this ship will prove a serious 
problem for those in charge of return­
ing invalided soldiers to Canada.

The manner in which the fighting 
men have been aroused by the deaths of 
the nursing sisters through the recent 
air raids, on Canadian hospitals in 
France is told in a letter written on 
June 5 by Lieut.-Col. Clifford H. Rea­
son, D.S.O., officer commanding No. 3 
Stationary Hospital. Telling of the 
raids and their aftermath, he mentions 
the fact that Bishop Fallon took part 
in the funeral service for the victims. 
He says:

"The army is very bitter about the 
deaths of the nursing sisters here, as 
well as in other hospitals, and reprisals 
are in order. One Canadian battalion 
was very successful the other night, 
and all others are awaiting their oppor­
tunity. Everybody was extremely kind 
and we received many messages of sym­
pathy, and a great many officials came 
and extended theirs in person.

"The raid hit us very hard, as the 
members of the unit had been friends 
of each other for so long a time. Call­
ing the muster roll the next morning 
was indeed a task that was very un­
pleasant, as one was apprehensive of 
still further casualties.

At the time of writing, Sergt. Kel­
lar is still with us. I am inclosing a 
letter from Sergt. Winters, which will 
tell you about the others. The funeral 
was very impressive and was well at­
tended, not only by our urft, but by 
representatives from Canadian and 
British headquarters. Canadian head-

We tried to get the spare wagon out, 
but as doors were blocked with dirt 
from a hole in preparation for a gas 
tank, it as necessary for us to take 
aerial truck out first. We did this, 
and then returned for wagon, which 1 
drove myself, and laid a line from It, 
and immediately started working on 
fire. At this time men arrived from 
Beck’s and as George Aitken was on 
the scene, he was dispatched to central 
for more hose. He did not drive wagon 
out in the first place; I did that. These 
statements can be verified by man with 
me. Had things been left as they 
should have been my mate and I could 
have handled the fire • rselves. As for 
George Altken’s and Tozer’s challenge, 
I might merely say I go little on grand­
stand and hot air for efficiency of fire 
departments. I might also mention that 
George Aitken was the means of Capt. 
D. McDonald having his hand cut that 
night. Aitken was always considered a 
hindrance to the men at a fire, and on 
more than one occasion complained 
about.

Miller and 
Smith have severe head wounds, and 
Smith has had an operation, and I be­
lieve Miller is to have one in a day or 
so. Orr has apparently been severely 
shell shocked or was struck on hie head. 
He seems to have difficulty in realizing 
what has occurred, and it keeps me busy 
telling him what became of the others. 
He is badly burned. Page has several 
cuts and bruises about the body. Ash- 
enden is cut about the head and legs. 
I have only a bruised shoulder and ear. 
They keep me in bed all the time, in 
spite of requests to be allowed to get 
up. I hope to get out of hospital in a 
few days."

Letter to Sergeant’s Father.
Lieut.-Col. Reason in writing to’R. 

W. Ward, 279 Wortley road, father of 
the late Sergt.-Major Chas. Ward, 
says:

Dear Sir,—I trust that you received 
the cable which I dispatched informing 
you of the death of your son, Sergt.- 
Major Ward. He lost his life in com­
pany with his comrades as the result 
of an air raid on this hospital. .Ini 
losing him you have lost a son of whom 
you have every right to be pround. We 
were fond of him, and at all times, as 
commanding officer. I found him most 
attention to his duties. Some time ago 
I forwarded a recommendation for 
recognition for some special work, and 
I trust that it will be forthcoming. You 
will be glad to know that his death was 
instantaneous, apd that he did not 
suffer in any way.

He was buried with full military hon­
ors with his comrades, nursing sisters 
and officers who were victims of the air 
raid, and were buried on 31st May. The 
funeral was most impressive. The coffins 
were covered by the Union Jacks, with 
the exception of an American medical 
officer, whose coffin was covered with 
the Stars and Stripes. Bishop Fallon 
chanced to visit us on the day of the 
funeral, and very kindly took part in 
the service. I have asked him to call 
on you on his return to Canada and 
give you future details which I am not 
permitted to state in my letter. His 
grave will be properly marked and kept. 
I hope to have a photograph taken, and 
will send you one, although it may not 
be until after the war. In spite of it 
all we are carrying on the same as 
usual.
