The better class sold up around $1 and 
a few even higher; but the big bdlk of the 
peaches yesterday sold at the prices quoted, 
and were practically unchanged from Wed­
nesday's prices. Plums were more plenti­
ful. and at the close quite a few Were 
unsold.

As tho to add to the contrariness of 
things In general, there is an acute short­
age of quart and pint jars for preserving 
purpose), particularly the quarts, and this 
Is having an effect on the market. —igh 
sugar prices and scarcity of Jars are a bad 
combination. There is no scarcity of sugar, 
however, and all sorts of substitutes are 
being evolved, even to the use of milk 
bottles.

New York, Sept. 23.—(Special.)—m _ _ —._ _  n?jj»LTill lit New low records continue to be 
made monthly for steel tonnage un­
der construction in American ship­
yards, says a statement issued by the 
Atlantic Coast Shipbuilders’ Associa­
tion. The total under way for gov­
ernment and private account com­
bined at the end of August was 
207,000 'gross tons less than at the 
end of July and 442,000 tons less than 
at the end of June.

The extent of the shrinkage, how- 
eveh, is better indicated by the fact 
that In January nearly 3,000,000 gross 
tons were under construction. In com­
parison with the present .total of 
slightly over 2,000,000 tons. And, 
whereas at the beginning of the year 
building for the shipping 'board was 
almost a million tons in excess at 
that for private account, construc­
tion for the government is now about 
660.000 tons less than that on private 
orders.

As last year’s production by Amer­
ican shipyards was 4,318,000 tons, the 
total now in hand represents less 
than six months' work for the yards 
•generally, and unless nerev orders ye 
secured on an appreciable scale a 
number of yards will be idle before 
the end of the year.

The rapidity with which the ship­
ping board’s program is drawing to 
completion is evidenced by the pre­
sent total of 684,000 gross tons, com­
pared with 1,975,000 at the beginning 
of this year, and 3.733,000 tons in 
March, 1919, the high water mark <7f 
American shipbuilding, 
keel has been laid for the shipping 
board’s account in several months.
> A continuance of the decline in the 
volume of orders for private account, 
which was first manifested in. June, 
is still noted. In three months the 
decrease has amounted to 125,000 
gross tons.

An analysis prepared from the re­
cords of the shipping board, the Am­
erican bureau of shipping, Lloyd’s 
register of shipping and the depart­
ment of commerce shows that at the 
beginning of this year the shipping 
board alone had more tonnage build­
ing than the board and private inter­
ests combined have today.

British Output Grows.
It is also noticeable that British 

shipyards are widening the gap be­
tween the amount of work they.have 
in hand and that in this country, as 
Indicated by Lloyd’s register. These 
show the tonnage of steel steamers 
building as follows, the British totals 
being Lloyd’s figures and the Amer­
ican those compiled "by the Atlantic 
Coast Shipbuilders’>Association, 
figures are given iii gross tons:
