To more fully illustrate to you how the
matter stands at present, I have to state
on the east side of the harbor, you have
the Gamewell non-interfering system with
seven box circuits and a bell circuit and
two salvage corps circuits, 74 signal sta-
tions and about 70 miles of line wire, with
60 signals for firemen and salvage corps
members, with 10 additional bells ordered
to be installed, and in Carleton the Game-
well system formcrly in use on®the east
side, consisting of about 20 miles of line
wire, and 2) signal stations, the whole of
which in both systems require the strictest
attention. All this has been the work of
one man, who is also the engineman at
No. 3 station. The work is arduous, re-
quiring constant attention. Our fire alarm
swires ave being cont'nually interfered with
by telephone and street railway circuits.
Breaks in the linc frequently occur ind
must be repaired, and the man is obliged
to go to Carleton, leaving his work on ihe
east side, to attend to trouble in the sys-
tem there. Should a fire break out in the
city, when his engine has to be called inio
service, it is impossible for him if absent
on fire alarm business, it may be in Car-
leton or in the extreme limits of the city
in north or south end, to respond to a
fire alarm with his engine. I ask you
should this state of things continue?

Another matter which has given me seri-
ous thowght is that we are at present sole-
Iy dependent on the street railway power
plant for charging our fire alarm battery
on the east side of the harbor, and should
that by any chance be shut off the alarm
would be useless. 1t may therefore be wise
to install for our purpeses a suitable bat-
tery similar to that used in Carleton and
formerly by the east side 80 as to be ready
for such an emergency. If found feasible
the electric motor could be connected with
the fire alarm and attached to and run by
our water mains and thus save a consid-
erable sum per year; but I am under the
impression our water pressure at the sta-
tions would not be sufficient for the pur-
pose.

A slight change in the location of fire
alarm .box No. 21 is about to be made.
Box No. 21 te be taken out and the num-
ber placed in the premises of Manchester,
Robertson & -Allison, as a special alarm
instead of No. 23, as at ' present. - This
change was made on the application of
Messrs. Manchester Robertson & Allison,
so0 that every person in their employ might
be notified that the firm's premises were
on fire. With their private number 23
more or less anxiety was caused when the
public box No. 23 was struck as they were
unable to locate the fire for some time af-
ter the alarm had been sent in. As chief
of the department I have to thank them
for suggesting this change. This firm are
at all times anxious to meet . the require-
ments of the board of firé underwriters,
and I am glad to find that they have re-
cently installed a six-inch water main and
stand pipe with 100 ft. lengths of hose on
every flat as well as on the roof, which
might be of valuable assistance to our

During the decennium 1851-60, the death
rate in London from thig disease was only
0.42 per 1,000 of the population. In the
period 1891-1900 it bad risen to 0.85 and
Jast year it was 0.96 per 1.000. In the
case of phthisis, on the other hand, the
mortality has been reduced by more than .
half in a veriod of fifty vears. The death
rate in 1908 was 1.3 per 1,000 of the popu-
lation, as compared with 140 in 1907 and
1.4 in 1906.

A comparison of the figures for the last
five decades indicates that the decline in
phthisis mortality among persons over 15
has been most marked among females,
while among persons under 15 the decline
is more nearly the same for the two sexes.
The behavior of the figures is consistent
with the hypothesis that improvement in
home conditions has been a material factor
in the result inasmuch as such condifions
would be less opcrative under males over
15 than on females of that age, while their
operation would affect more cvenly both
males and females under 15.
