The Trial of Alonzo
Doherty for Murdering
Joseph D. McMillin
Commenced Yesterday

: Charloitetown, P. E. 1., June 11 (Spe-
cial).—The trial of Alonzo Deherty for
the murder of Joseph D. McMillan, of
Miscouche, opened in the Supreme -Court
3“stcrday before Justice Fitzgerald. At
torney General Palmer and Hon. F. L.
Haszard appeared for the crown and Neil
McQuarrie for the prisoner.

Doherty pleaded not guilty. The de-
fence will be insanity, the prisoner hav-
ing been examined last week by Dr.
Goodwill, superintendent of the Provin-
cial Insane Hospital and other doctors.
It took one hour to empanel a jury who
were addressed ‘by Mr. Haszard, He
pointed out that they: should be guided
by the weight of evidence and the country
looks to them to do their duty.

' Among the witnesses examined
Prospere Desoehes, Daniel Malcne, who
found the body in the woods near the
railway track, Doctor McNeil and Dr. Me-
Lellan, who performed the autopsy, Ur-
bane Gillis, who talked with the pricon-
er after the murder and before the ar-
rest. He testified that the .priscner told
him that if the other girls who lad
started out with McMillan and Stella
McDonald from Summerside, had gone all
the way he would not have shot him.
