The sun is already half way back 
from its annual northern trip, with the 
result that the unusual accumulations 
of snow and ice have not been melted. 
This accumulated cold of the Arctic 
has a good start on its yearly journey 
southward, a fact that presages an 
early fall, according to some weather 
experts.
Gulf Stream Affected.

During the spring and early sum­
mer, it is pointed out, gales lasting 
weeks swept against the eastern coasts 
of Greenland, causing disturbances 
which displaced large quantities of ice 
from the Arctic region. This eruption 
it is believed, caused disturbances in 
the ocean currents, preventing the 
usual mollifying effect upon the cli­
mate of England and of Western Eu­
rope by the Gulf Stream, resulting In 
their late spring.

This, it is believed, caused the dis­
placement of the permanent “Azores 
low” which this summer has permitt­
ed the winds from the Sahara to fur­
nish the same section of Europe with 
a continuous Turkish bath. The mark­
ed presence of ice in the North Atlan­
tic has been duplicated in the Pacific 
Arctic regions, and leading meteoro­
logists of Japan already have predicted 
a rice famine in that country, because 
of the damaging effects *of the air cur­
rents blowing over Japan from their 
origin in the ice fields of the Siberian 
and Alaskan coasts. Projection of the 
Asiatic coast ice boundary toward the 
south this year has been marked.

Whether or not the tendency of the 
ice boundaries of the north to project 
southward has affected drouth condi­
tions in the United States, is a ques­
tion upon which government scientists 
are divided.

government’s reply to the recent 
British reparations note asserts 
that France refuses to withdraw 
from the Ruhr except ^as she is 
paid, and that she rejects a pkn 
for an international re-estimate 
of Germany’s capacity to pay.

The reply made public at the 
foreign office today, maintains 
that the French operation in the 
Ruhr is absolutely legal. It 
offers to consider thé easiest 
method of exacting payment 
from Germany when resistance 
has ceased and expresses a will­
ingness to continue the recent 
discussions with Great Britain^ 
Position Unchanged.

The French position remains un­
changed according to the official sum­
mary of the reply issued in English at 
the foreign office prior to publication 
of the complete text.

Premier Poincare in the reply claims 
that priority for reparations over other 
war costs as represented by the inter­
allied debts.

'Trance never repudiated the 
debts she contracted during the 
war) either to England or Am­
erica, in the Interest of the com­
mon victory,” the note asserts.
France is also creditor of the other
