This estimate was
given by Premier Asquith in the House of Commons today in reply
to a question by Edward T. John, M.P. from East Denbighshire.

Mr. John also desired information as to the govermment’s pro-
posals as to the final conditions of peace, the effective establishment
of international law, the cessation of competitive military expendi-
ture, and so forth.

Premier Asquith gave the British casualties and added that he
was not in a position to estimate the losses of the other allied powers,
or those of the enemy.

- AMMUNITION WAS GONE

Then He Accounted For 600 Ger-
mans and Got Away With Slight
Wound--Battle of Aisne Renewed
as Fliercely as Before

London, Nov. 18—The Times correspondent in France under date of Tues:
day, sends the following regarding the fighting on the Aisne: :

“The battle of the Aisne, which the official communications now refer to as
the centre of the allies line, has been renewed this week with its original in-
tensity from the forest of L’Aigle, past Soissons and Rheims to the Argonne.

“The three main areas of fighting here are the district between the Oise
and Craonne, the neighborhood of Rheims and the forest of Argonne. The first
named is the most important,

“On the whole, the allies have the advantage. The French capture of
Quesnoy-En-Santerre was a good deal bigger affair than reported. On the other
hand the enemy’s report of a. great victory in Vailly was exaggerated. They
obtained a temporary advantage but the allies have more than regained the
original positions. It was here that one of the French gunners, who refused to
join the retreat ‘until all his ammunition was expended, succeeded in killing 600
Germans with his last twelve shells while the enemy was advancing. The
gunner finally succeeded in retreating with a slight wound, while the enemy was
only 100 yards away.

“All along the centre the allies are nibbling at the German entrenchments.
As in the previous fighting along‘ the Aisne, certain localities seemed desfined
to be the zone of continuous fighting as is Pewter to the native place for beer.
Many of these hills, quarries and plateaus, which have been the scene of des-
perate fighting throughout the last few weeks, were the scenes of similar fight-
ing in the war of Gaul and in the Napoleonic wars.
