QUARSNTINE IS LIFTED -
FEOM CANADK'S POTATOES

The secretary: of agriculture ati Wash-
ington on Friday lifted the quarantine
against Canadian potatoes laid on Dec.
29, 1918, and hereafter Canadian pota-

United States upon compliance with the

regulations governing the impo_rtntian
of potatoes, issued by the secretary of

| agriculture on Dec. 30, 1913, as modi-

fied by Plant Quarsntine Decision No.
7, issued on Friday. Decisjon No. 7 pro-
vides that, in the case of foreign coun-
tries contiguous to' the United States,
potatoes that have been grown from
clean seed, on land which has not pro-
duced .a diséased crop, or that have not
been in contact with any source of in-
fection, and which have been inspected
and certified under regulations’ approv-
ed by the Federal Horticultural beard
may be admitted.

For the present, Canadian potatoes
‘will be admitted, only through dthe ports
of New York and Boston, where the
Federal Horticultural board maintains
inspectors.

Under the regulations governing the
entry of foreign potatoes into the
United States, a permit for the entry
Lof potatoes must first be taken out by
the importer. Such potaioes must._ be of-
ficially certified by the country of ori-
gin as free from infection, and will be
again examined at the port of entry, by
inspectors of the department of agri-
culture. If any diseased potatoes are
found in the shipment the entire ship-
ment will be refused entry. Further-
more, if the Federal/ Horticultural board
fnds disease in potatoes offered for en-

{try, it is authorized under the regula-

tions to cancel all out-standing permits
for the country of origin and to refuse
further permits for the importation of
potatoes from such country.

Copies of these regulations may be
had by application to the U. S. Depart-

ment of Agriculture.
