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Coronation Guests Leave For 
Homes—The Fleet at Spithead 
Dispersed Today

London, June 28—(Canadian Press)— 
The heirs to moat of the thrones of Eu­
rope, the other princes and princessee and 
special ambassadors who have been roy­
al guests during the coronation period 
have said farewell to King George and 
Queen Mary and the greater number have 
already left London.

Throughout today special trains left for 
the coast. The Duke of Connaught at­
tended each depasture on behalf of His 
Majesty while the regular embassies were 
present to say goodbye to the envoys of 
their nations.

The great coronation fleet at Spithead, 
also dispersed, the foreign warships salut­
ing the flags of Great Britain and the com­
mander in chief ae they passed out.

King George spent most of the day 
among the farmers at the Royal Agricul­
tural Show in Norwich.

Los Angeles, Cel., June 28—(Canadian 

Preæ)—Mre Ortie E. McManigal’s attor- 
nej-8 Clarence S. Darrow, Joseph Scott, 
Lecompte David and Job Harriman, last 
night issued a statement in which they 
declared. “It is difficult to characterize 
in temperate language their opinion of 
the cruel treatment accorded Mrs. 11c-

clared. that the district-attomey’a office

ceedings against her were to be instituted, 
because of her failing to testify” for an 
hour and a half, “tortured her to such 
an extent of mental and bodily extremity 
that she finally fainted,” and required a 
physician to restore her.

His successful flight marks another mile 

'«tone in the achievements of daring bird- 
men. Aviators who witnessed the flight 

; declare that it was more perilous than 
i the recent race across the Alps. Beachy 
won the 81,000 prize offered by the* interna­
tional carnival committee for the under 
the bridge flight.

Beachy rose in his machine about a mile 
'from the roaring cataract, soared several 
thousand feet into the clouds, then clung 

to the earth. Several times he was 
lost to view. Lake a great seagull the 
aeroplane passed over the steel structure, 
clearing the trolly that crosses it by a 
meagre twenty feet. Down the gorge the 
machine raced for a mile, then passed 

the city on the Canadian side.
Circling over the Horseshoe Falls for the 

sécond time, Beachy dipped his machine 
as soon as he cleared the cataract and 
'ducked under the bridge without even 
Brushing a guy wire.

McCurdy, the Canadian aviator, and 
other well-known bird-men, had refused to 
gry the flight, declaring it to be suicide.

Beachy will fly over the falls again this 
hfternoon. He says that he would not 
try to fly under the bridge again for 
87*f>00. As he passed over the horseshoe 
falls he felt a strong suction downward.

Liverpool, Juneo 28—Work at the docks 

here is practically at a standstill. Four 
thousand additional deckhands joined the 
strikers today. The Cunard, C. P. R., 
Dominion, White Star, The Ellerman and 
other combined lines are equally affected. 
There is no question of wages involved 
in this extension of the strike movement. 
The dockmen are fighting simply for the 
recognition of their union and the non­
employment of non-unionists. The crews 
of the steamer Haverford of the Red Star 
Line and other liners at the docks here

have deserted their vessels in sympathy 
with the wharf employes.

The Haverford was due to sail for Phil­
adelphia at noon, and all her passengers 
were aboard when the seamen, firemen 
and stewards walked off the ship. The 
strikers joined the crevws, of the C. P. R. 
steamer Empress of Britain, and the 
bined force made a march from dock to 
dock calling upon the crews of each big 
liner to join them. In a short time the 
movement had spread so rapidly that all 
the trans-Atlantic vessels were deserted.
