1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for

tary courts in general as “ Star Cham-
ber” affairs, organized only to convict
privates and whitewash officers, one
journal going so far as to announce that
a “ court-martial for Leiutenant Hearn
meant simply that a body of men, each
and every one of whom was in the daily
habit of violating every rule of decency
and humanity, was to sit in judgment
on his case and declare him
innocent.”

All this, of course, came duly marked
and with pencil comment to Mr. Hearn
from scores of anonymous senders, as he
sat dazed and disheartened in his cheer-
less room; but this was not all.  Nearly
two weeks had elasped now since the
first assault,and the home letters, for
which he looked with mingled fear and
longing, had begun to come. The first he
opened waa from his mother. She had
the marked copies of the Palladium
for the first three or four days, sent no
one knew by whom, and they were
quickly followed by others.
