The old remedy for toothache wa. ta
pull the : tooth, That is g treatment
wlfich is; now' rarely resorted to by ski!lt
ful practitioners. Teeth are still exirp,
ted-where is not room enough for them i
the mouth—in consequence of the graduy}
contraction of the human jaw, ang occa-
sionally ‘a diseased tooth is the sea: of
such complicated trouble that it canng
be saved. But as.a rule modern dentists
seek to preserve rather than remove the
teeth. They treat the tooth as a diseas.
ed organ, medically and surgically, and
if possible they restore it to health. There
are a great many ways in which the lan.
cination pain caused by inflammation of
the tooth pulp can be arrested, ang s
good sirong tooth is a handy thing to
have in. the mouth.

Forty of fifty years ago the trane
plantation of teeth was tried experimen:-
ally in this country. It did not succeeq,
and the practice was abandoned. It
has now been revived, and in 'skillful
bhands it is a success. The leaders of
the profession constantly hammer a tooth
drawn from the jaw of one person into
.the' cayity of another, relying upon nat-
uré to adopt the ‘infruder and reunite the
| torn dlveolar membranes. It is the same
operation as. fransplantation of the skin,

The whole industry of false teeth mak-
ing or teeth filling has been revolution-
ized in the last twentyfive years. Lo
the old practice the fillings and piates
were generally of gold. Now the fillings
are almost generally of porcelain, con-
sisting " chiefly of Kkaolin, and the best
plates ‘are of rubber. 'When' the hole in
the.tooth has been cleaned out by the m-
struments made for the purpose, a piece
of thin’ platinum foil is" introduéed nw
the cayity and manipulated to take te
exact shape of the hole; it is then cu-
fully  withdrawn, and forms a mold in
whichi a porecelain cast may . be made.
Porcelain is far cheaper than gold; good
teeth, in any shade of color required,
can be bought of the manufacturers for
15 cents each.

Dentists’ charges have grown with the
progrese of their profession. Some of
them charge $15 an hour for their time,
and not unfrequently $300 for treating
a single tooth. ‘'Some charges are, of
course, exorbitant, and@ juries generally
refuse to allow them. ‘But a man of skil
claims’ the right to put any price he
pleases on his skill; if peeple can’t aftord
to.pay his charges they can go elsewhere.
The true remedy is to encourage the es-
tablishment in businese of more, dentists
who thoroughly understand their profes-
asion, and who can afford to give their
services  to the public for five or six
thousand a year.»San Francisco Call

Surrender.

I was General Grant’s chief commis
sary, and was present in thg room d‘ur‘L
ing the interview between him and Gen
eral Lee.

“General, I would like my army fed.

General Gpant turned to me, as 419
chief commissary, and said: .

“Colonel, feed the Confederate army.

I asked: “How many men are there”

General Grant asked: ‘“How many mel
have you, General Lee?”’

General Lee replied: “Our books are
lost, our organizations are broken up:
the companies are mostly commanded by
non-commissioned ‘officers; we have not-
ing but what we have on our backs—

Interrupting him in this train of
thoughit, I suggested, ~interrogatively,
“Say 25,000 men?” )

‘He replied: “Yes, say 25,000 men.

T started to withdraw for the purpos®
of giving the necessary orders. and at
the' door met Colonel Kellogg, the chiet
commissary of (General Sheridan’s col-
mand. T asked him if he could feed 2
amny of Northern Virginia. He express
ed his inability, having something very
important fo do for General Sheridav.
