the budget of 1907 will, if-the expecta­
tions of the finance minister, are real­
ized, be covered entirely from internal 
sources and without resort to a foreign 
loan.

In an interview with the Associated 
Press to-day the minister said he hoped 
that a large part of the deficit wrould 
be balanced by the excess of income in 
1907 and it would not be necessary to 
raise more than $70,000,000. The issue 
of the loan could not be regarded as an 
indication of Russia’s inability to live 
within her income, as it was due almost 
entirely to the settlement of outstand­
ing war expenses.

The Fernie Gathering.
The first Liberal rally of the pro­

vincial campaign was held in the opera 
house at Fernie last evening. A large 
and enthusiastic audience greeted the 
speakers, and frequently hearty ap­
plause testified to the appreciation of 
thou* present, and that they are in ac­
cord with Liberal principles as made 
clear by J. A. Macdonald, W. W. B. 
Mclnnes and the Liberal nominees gen­
erally. O. Ni Ross took the chair and 
introduced W. M. Dicken as first speak­
er. In a clear and analytical manner he 
reviewed the questions of the hour. He 
was in favor of free and compulsory 
education, and pointed out the present 
inadequate facilities furnished by the 
government; compulsory arbitration 
and better adjustment of the assess­
ment act. As an old-age pension, why 
not give a man a piece of land on 
which to keep himself? The grant to 
the C.P.R. of 800,000 acres would have 
given to every man in the constituency 
some 500 acres free from taxes. The 
C.P.R. had forfeited all rights to that 
grant, and it should be taken from

J. T. Mortimer, the Socialist candi­
date, was given twenty minutes, 
which he devoted to a propaganda and 
a general slating of everything and 
everybody. The applause that followed 
the speaker indicated a strong con­
tingent present who had socialistic 
tendencies. Mr. Mortimer predicted 
that it was only a question of a short 
time when Liberals and Conservatives 
would make a united front against the 
Socialist party.

Mr. Fred Stork followed and paid an 
eloquent tribute to Mr. Mclnnes, whom 
he referred to as one of British Co­
lumbia’s most gifted sons. He then 
took up provincial matters, and after 
scoring the government for taking large 
sums of money out of Fernie and glv- 
little in return, he referred to the 
manner in which the Flathead country 
had been neglected.

INEAR YATES STREET. (From Thursday’s Daily.)
Activity in real estate circles is every 

day becoming more pronounced. The 
advent of the North westerners, who 
nightly land from the Charmer, has 
brought in its train an impetus to the 
market which opens up prospective pos­
sibilities hitherto undreamt of in con­
nection with Victoria. For these North- 
westerners are going to build here.

With each succeeding day some new 
feature in connection with the activity 
is disclosed. To-day a great volume of 
inquiry centres on Fort street, and the 
reason given by investors for this is of 
an interesting nature. It is said that 
the busines area and the cites of com­
mercial enterprises, expand with, and 
follow the route of already constructed 
tram lines. As a consequence newcom- 
ersxto the city are turning their atten­
tions towards Fort street, although in 
mapy instances they regard Yates 
street, on account of its breadth, to be 
the finest avenue for business holdings.

As a result of the pending deal an­
nounced in the Times, by which an 
English syndicate is about to acquire 
the shipyard at Esquimalt, there has 
been considerable inquiry for property 
in that neighborhood. At present there 
ii very little waterfront acreage on the 
market, but there is quite a large 
amount of inside land which Is rapidly 
being acquired. A block, comprising 
eleven lots, adjoining Constance cove, 
has just been disposed of; while Grant 
& Lineham report the sale of two wa­
terfront lots in that vicinity to local in­
vestors. The same firm has two other 
waterfront lots on the market for a 
consideration of $1,100 each. Building 
activity will soon be pronounced.

Yesterday a deal of some magnitude 
was put through the market, when a 
residence and five acres belonging to 
the Finlayson estate changed hands.
This property is situated on Douglas 
street and realised $26,000.

From the standpoint of an invest­
ment this property is ideally situated 
on a street which many predict will, in 
the near future, become the main 
artery of the city. It is within easy 
reach of the business area and may, 
not improbably become, with the ex­
pansion of Victoria, a site for commer­
cial enterprise. The purchasers are 
Messrs. Bell and Hackney, from the 
Northwest, who are investing heavily 
in the city. They have also acquired 36 
lots on Smith hill from Johns Bros, for 
the sum of $10,000.

The B. C. Land & Investment Co. re­
ports the sale of three lots on the Dal­
las road. These were purchased by an 
outsider, who gave for them a sum of 
$6,000. The same company is respon­
sible for the sale—also to an outsider— 
of three acres of the Fairfield estate.
This acreage brought in $5,400.

Within the past few days Parsons,
Love & Co. sold four acres on Cadboro 
Bay road, two lots in the north end of 
the city, and a piece of acreage near 
Mount Tolmie.

R. E. Eady, of Winnipeg, has pur­
chased a lot and house on Yates street 
whch were hitherto owned by F. Stadt- 
hagen. The amount involved was 
$4,000. Thomas Towers, a Brandon in­
vestor, has purchased a house and lot 
on Richmond avenue, a house on the 
Dallas road and another situated in the 
north end of the city.

Pemberton & Son were yesterday re­
sponsible for the sale of an acre on 
Hampshire road, which realised $1,500, 
and a lot at Lime Bay, in which the 
amount changing hands was $960.
