Association to that effect.

, Chicago, July 3.—A dispatch to the 
'Record Herald from Hazelhurst, Miss., 
says: "Unable to decide which of three 
women he really wanted to marry, Eli 
Hood, 17 years old, a hoarder at the 
farm house of Ell Graves, eight miles 
from Hazelhurst, yesterday decided 
that the best way out of the difficulty 
was to commit suicide In such a way 
that each of the women would know he' 
had killed himself for her.

"For Miss Carrie Nelson, aged IS, he 
Swallowed sixty grains of morphine; 
toy Miss Eva Spellman, aged 25, he 
drank four ounces of laudanum, and 
for Miss Henrltta Macdonald, aged 18, 
he put the muzzle of a shotgun in his 
mouth and pulled the trigger with his 
toes. \

“Beside his body was found ofcx:a 
table a paper wrapper that contained 
the morphine. On it was scrawled 'For 
Carrie.' The empty laudanum bottle 
stood on a slip of paper, on which was 
Written 'For Eva.’ An empty envelope, 
on which a picture of a shotgun had 
been drawn, was inscribed 'Henrietta.'

“Except that he had been acting 
queerly and that he had become des­
pondent, Graves said he saw nothing in 
Hood's manner that indicated that he 
contemplated self-destruction."

Tokio, July 3.—It is expected that 
the cabinet will resign to-morrow 
morning. The Associated Press was 
informed to-day that the premier, 
Marquis Saionji, decided to tender his 
resignation some days ago and that 
at his request ’ the ihembers of his 
cabinet agreed to resign also. The res­
ignation will be tendered to the Em­
peror in the morning.

The nominal reason for Marquis 
Saionji’s resignation is 111 health. The 
cabinet are all strict members of the 
Seiyuka or constitutionalist party, and 
it was therefore necessary that they 
resign with him. The actual reason 
for the resignation of the premier is 
understood to be the position taken by 
Marquis Inouyo, secretary of the home 
department, regarding the future fin­
ancial policy of Marquis Saionji. This 
calls for retrenchment in the army 
and the navy, the postponement of 
public works, a demand for a sinking 
fund, and the yearly repayment of 
loans.

Marquis Inouye recently attacked the 
present government’s policy regarding 
finances. This gave offense to Marquis 
Saionji, who decided to resign at once. 
He consulted wifh the other ministers 
and Was by them persuaded to accept 
the* resignations of all the members of 
the cabinet An unknown quantity in 
the constitution is the position the 
Emperor may take. He possibly may 
decline to accept the resignations but 
this is considered extremely unlikely.

Marquis Katsura, who was formerly 
premier, probably will succeed Marquis 
Saionji, although Admiral Count Tam- 
âmotl, a former minister of marine is 
^ strong candidate. In well informed 
circles, however, It is Considered that 
Marquis Katsura will get the position, 
in which event Count Komura, at pres­
ent the Japanese ambassador at Lop- 
don, Is almost certain to succeed Count 
Hayashl, the present 
eigti affairs. Count 
will succeed Count Komura at London. 
It Is uncertain who will get the port­
folio of finance since .no one is anxious 
to accept. There will be no changes 
in the ministry of marine and war.

The elder statesmen will be con­
sulted immediately with regard to the 
appointment of a premier. Marquis 
Katsura is a member of the genro or 
elder statesmen ' and 'Admiral Yam­
amoto has considerable Influence there­
in. There, is reason, to believe that 
Marquis Saionji will support Marquis 
Katsura.

It is doubtful it any other man as 
premier could secure full parliament­
ary support. -In best informed circles 
If Is declared positively that the gen­
eral policy of the government will not 
be changed. The present programme of 
Retrenchment will be carried out.

>,I Philadelphia, July 3.—The first défi­
nit information regarding the move­
ments of the poison supposed to have 
been responsible for the poisoning of 
Dr. Wm. H. Wilson here last Friday 
was made public last night, when it 
was stated that the bottle of ale con­
taining poison which Wilson drank was 
believed to have reached kjs residence 
from the office' of the Philadelphia Lo­
cal Express Company. The bottle was 
receipted for by Fred Buckman. Buck- 
man, who is now in Atlantic City, de­
scribes the man who left it as being 
46 or 50 years of age. He was smooth 
shaven, of dark complexion and well 
dressed. Buckman skys the man came 
into the express office and placed on 
the counter the package, which he de­
clares was large enough to have con­
tained a pint bottle. It was appar­
ently a bottle enclosed in a regular 
pastboard carton.

Mrs. Wilson was yesterday taken to 
the district attorney’s office where, in 
the presence of Coroner’s Detective 
Paul, at the headquarters of detectives, 
she was questioned to see If she could 
throw light on the mystery. She de­
clared she had not the slightest idea who 
might have desired to kill Dr. Wilson, 
and proved to the satisfaction of the 
officers that she knew nothing of the 
murder.

In further investigation of the anti- 
cedents of Wilson the detective had In­
formation which leads him to believe 
that Wilson’s real name was Fresoff, 
and that he was at one time an actor 
on the stage.

WAS REFUSED AMBASSADORSHIP

Murat Halstead, One of America’s Best 
Known Journalists, Passes 

Away Yesterday.

Cincinnati, Ohio, July 3. — Murat 
Halstead, one of the leaders In Ameri­
can Journalism for over half a century, 
died at his home here yesterday in his 
79th year. At his bedside were his 
wife and son, Robert, and his daugh­
ter, Mrs. Stem.

Mr. Halstead has been failing in 
strength for several months, and suf­
fered from cerebral hemorrhage. The 
sudden death Of hi» son, Marshall, a 
few months ago, was a severe shock to 
Mr. Halstead, and it Is believed to have 
had an adverse effect on hie health. 
Albert, another son, Is consul at Bir­
mingham, England, and th* other mem­
bers of the family are scattered 
throughout the country.

Mr. Halstead was one of the great 
editors of the last half of the nine­
teenth century, and one of the strong­
est tributes th his Incisiveness as a 
writer was in 1889, when his nomina­
tion by President Harrison to be 
American minister to Germany was 
rejected' by the United States senate 
btcause of articles he- -had published 
charging corruption, to some members 
of that body.

Mr. Halstead was a native of Butler 
couflty, Ohio, and commenced Journal­
istic wort In this city at an early age. 
He eventually became head of the 
Commercial newspaper, and later was 
editor of the Commercial-Gazette, after 
the two papers amalgamated. In re­
cent years he Was à special corres­
pondent and magazine writer, 
wrote histories of the Spanish-Ameri­
can war and other national events.
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New York, July 3.—The will of 
Grover Cleveland has been filed with 
the surrogate of Mercer county, New 
Jersey, and will be probated within 
ten days, at which time Mrs. Cleve­
land will come to Princeton from her 
mother's home In Tamworth, N. H., 
where she has been staying since the 
former president’s death.

day to protest against the Mexican 
revolutionists being regarded as 
bandits. He insists they are patriots 
fighting for right and liberty, granted 
under the constitution and declares 
they \ will honor American soil.

Seoul, July 3.—A Japanese soldier ran 
amuck yesterday through the American 
Methodist premises at Ping Yang and as­
saulted a Korean caretaker with a bay­
onet, chasing Nm through the missionary 
residence section. The American consul 
when Informed of the fact called it to 
the attention of the Japanese embassy, 
and demanded the punishment of the 
soldier.
