The exploring party which entered the
mine immediately after the accident
found Zuéci at the face where he was
working., He had apparently been knock-
ed down by the force of the explosion
and suffocated by the afterdamp. His |
face was burned to a crisp. Jones had
apparently travelled a hundred yards at-
ter the explosion occurred, and was fin-
ally suffocated by the afterdamp, ‘'L'ne
body was not at all disfigured.

The injured men are H. Fairburn,
H. Thompson, J. Guthrie, sr., J. Guthrie,
jr., Fred Lawson and Ah Koy, Two Japs
were also injured hy the accident, but
not seriously. The six men who were
burned were taken to the hospital, where
they are being cared for.

Fairburn and the Chinaman have not
vet recovered from the shoeck, and it is
that ' they may die. Both are
badly burned about the head and hands.
