At that convention he and his
faction were the foremost in the .advecacy
of party lines in provincial polities, and
so fearful was he that some obstacle to
division on these lines should be presented,
that Col.  Prior took the very wuusual
course of” protesting against the choice of
Mr. McPhillips, of Victoria, as a vice-presi-
dent of the association for this year, for
the reason that Mr. McPhillips had de-
clared himself against party lines at pre-
sent, and might hamper the work of the
association!" The Colonel told the conven-
tion ,too, in the most explicit terms, twice
or: thrice repeated in his address, that the
very first men he would cail upon to Join
him in the ministry would be Mr. McBride
and Capt. Tatlow. And many weecks after
the convention, perhaps a fortnight before
Mr. Dunsmuir resigned in his favor, Col.
