It was an 
extraordinary policy to abstain from 
increasing the duty on whiskey made 
in this country and at the same time 
go on increasing the duty on articles of 
necessity. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Jones pointed out the Minister 
of Finance, who had been knowu as 
the apostle of a great cause, was now 
protecting the liquor industry in the 
country.

Mr. Mills thought he could not con­
gratulate the gentlemen who sat on the 
other side of the House, and who had 
favored prohibition in some years past, 
on their changed attitude on this ques­
tion, especially the representatives of 
Lanark (Jamieson), and of Queens, (N.

That’s what they all 
say, and they persecute everybody 
who is not either sufficiently silly or 
hypocritical to say the same thing.

The majority of our people know 
that notwithstandiog the peculiar tem­
perance advocates of the “Brother 
Foster” type, who mike a paying pro­
fession of temperance a stepping-stone 
to either social or political distinction 
or notoriety—the latter being, in the 
greater number of cases confounded 
with the former—everybody is realising 
that moderation, in the use of stimu­
lants is making substantial progress. $5,000.
It is, doubtless true that prohibitionists 
in the temperance ranks believe they 
have an especial snd dominant in­
fluence in these matters, just as it is 
equally reasonable to infer that the 
Salvationists are under the impression 
that they are the particular and pecu­
liar sale of the earth in promoting 
Christianity. The educated, tolerant 
and intelligent world, however, knows 
all about it, and is satisfied that even 
such mistakes and pretensions do not 
materially hinder the progress of true 
temperance or genuine Christianity. It 
is a proof of the great fact of a compen­
sating providence that prejudice and 
persecution, which generally accom­
pany emergence from error and ignor­
ance, are invariibly overcome by the 
patience and charity which are taught 
by experiences of humaix weaknesses 
on the part of those who are best fitted 
to exemplify the higher attributes of 
the race. If “Brother Foster” would 
candidly tell his former associates what 
he honestly thinks of the mistakes of

Many of them could only read the 
French language and it was, therefore, 
desirable that the more important por­
tion of the agricultural report should 
be printed in French. Veryzinany of 
the French people were agricultural- 
ists and he was happy to say thatjhey 
were making good progress a; fanning. 
If the agricultural report was printed in 
French it would be greatly to the ad­
vantage of the French people of thç 
province and ho^hoped the government 
would take the matter into their most 
serious consideration. He was glad to 
find the good feeling that existed be­
tween the French and other members 
of the house and he hoped that good 
feeling would always exist. Before 
taking his seat he referred with pride 
to the splendid public buildings of our 
province saying that they compared 
most favorably with tho public build­
ings at Quebec and those in the other 
provinces of the dominion. He ex­
pressed his regret that he was not in 
his place when the bill incorporating 
the colonizat:on company was under 
discussion. That bill would be pro­
ductive of much good aud the pro­
moters of the company had his best 
wishes (Great applause.)

Hon. Mr. Blair said the matter re 
ferred to by the hon. member was one 
of considerable importance. The only 
objection that could be urged against 
the printing of the agricultural report 
in French, and its distribution among 
the French people, was the mat­
ter of expense. This matter would, 
however, be taken into the serious con­
sideration of the government.

Mr. Hanington said the request of 
Mr. Poirier was reasonable.

Fredericton, 23rd April.
Thu legislature was formally pro­

rogued to-dav, after a session of exact­
ly six weeks. Yesterday was tho last 
business day and a good deal of work 
was done.

Mr. Libillois endeavored to have his 
bill relating to non-resident pedlers 
passed. He had made it permissive, 
by providing that the Municipal Coun­
cils of each county might bring it in 
operation.

The bill was strongly opposed by 
Messrs. Melanson, Hanington and 
Stockton. Mr. Hanington was willing 
that the bill should apply specially to 
Restigouche. He «assarted that no 
other county in the province wanted it.

Mr. Ribinson reminded Mr. Han­
ington that he was not in any way 
authorized to speak for the whole prov­
ince, and particularly so in regard to 
Northumberland where, he believed, 
tho provisions of the bill would meet 
with general approval.

Mr. Labillois strongly and at great 
length supported the principle of the 
bill. He had no desire to unduly press 
it, however.

Mr. Murray favored a change in the 
present law so far at least as Resti­
gouche was concerned.

Mr. Blair was willing that the bill 
should apply only to Restigouche.

Mr. Shaw supported the bill.
Mr. Melansou moved and Mr. Al- 

ward seconded the three months’ hoist. 
This was soon afterwards withdrawn.

Dr. Atkinson thought the matter 
should be made optional with the county 
"councils.

Mr. Baird was of the opinion that 
the bill should not be pressed. Pro­
gress was reported.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie committed a bill 
to provide for the appointment of a 
commission to investigate and report 
upon the best method of administering 
the crown timber lands of the province, 
Mr. Bellamy in the chair.

v0ur Fire Service.
The representatives of fire insurance 

companies doing business in Chatham 
have presented a paper to the Street 
and Fire Commissioners, expressing 
their opinion that the town fire service 
is not «as efficient as it ought to be. 
There is something to be said in sup­
port of the position these gentlemen 
take and, yet, we think, it would not 
be easy to find a town of its size any­
where that yields such handsome pro­
fits as Chatham does to the Insurance 
companies. The principal drawback 
to the efficiency of our fire organization 
is want of system and proper disci­
pline. There is no recognised, indivi­
dual controlling head and, therefore, 
no one directly responsible for the 
management of wh.at is a far more im­
portant interest than is generally 
recognised—especially by those most 
concerned. We have excellent fire 
appliances in the way of engines, hose, 
etc., and volunteer firemen, who, 
although they have to be both master 
and man at fires, always manage to do 
most telling work. What we want is a 
properly constructed central engine 
house, with stable attached, horses 
owned by the town and kept under the 
management of a resident driver and 
caretaker in the constant employ of 
the town. The old board of fire wards 
was abolished and the present Board of 
Street and Fire Commissioners estab­
lished by a special act of the Legisla­
ture for the purpose of having some 
such improved system as this, but the 
gentlemen who have formed the Board 
from year to year have not changed 
the old condition of things in the least. 
There is consideiable waste of money 
under the existing mode of administra­
tion, and much greater efficiency 
might be secured in both the 
Fire and Street services if the 
gentlemen of the Board would take 
hold and, with a firm hand, give the 
town what it so urgently and manifest­
ly requires. Chatham has long enjoy­
ed immunity from big fires, but we 
may not always be so fortunate should 
we neglect the duty of perfecting our 
fire service.

That the expenditure for stationery 
for the use of the several departments 
is larger than in former years, but not 
having information as to the increase in 
the amount of correspondence carried 
on and work done therein, and as to 
the amount of stock on hand at the 
end of this year as compared with other 
years, your committee are not prepared 
to say the expenditure is excessive ;

That the expenditure for public 
printing appear to your committee 
large and merits the attention of tho 
government with a view to such a re­
duction as would be consistent with the 
requirements of the public service ;

Your committee would recommend 
that whenever it is practicable the pub­
lic printing and all work done in and 
about the public buildings and institu­
tions under the control of the govern­
ment and the furnishing of all supplies, 
and fuel be let by tender ;

That the entire expenditure for pub­
lic printing and contingencies be placed 
in the auditor’s report under their sev­
eral heads respectively, with particu­
lars as far as practicable, and a sum­
mary of the same be made in order to 
have a more ready and correct under­
standing of the same ; that, the travel­
ling expenses of the members of the 
government, and the officers thereof, 
have heretofoie been paid by order in 
councils and your committee would 
recommend that some method be adopt-, 
ed if possible, whereby greater inform­
ation could be supplied in regard there- 
toj and, that to all vouchers for the 
payment of tnohey for work done on 
the public buildings there be attached 
a detailed statement of the work for 
which the payment is made.

“Brother Foster”—as th) people 

who according to their own claims, are 
reforming the earth, used to delight in 
calling him—seems to belisve in in­
creasing the taxes of consumers of pork, 
beef and other necessaries of life, while 
he considerately allows the whiskey- 
manufacturer to carry on his business 
at the old rates. He performed the 
operation very adroitly by an amend­
ment to his own tariff bill. When 
“Brother Foster” submitted his resolu­
tion for the protection of the Canadian 
whiskey-maker to the House of Cnm- 
mona. Sir Richard Cartwright observed 
that it altered the whole system of 
levying duties on spirits, as he under­
stood Mr. Foster proposed raising the 
duty on all spirits except brandy $1 75 
to $2.00 a gallon, whilst on all alco­
holic liquors less than fifteen degrees of 
strength below proof, no reduction was 
to be allowed.-. How much, he asked, 
did the Government expect to raise ad­
ditional from this?

Mr. Foster estimated $120,000 would 
be the increase all round.

Sir Richard Cartwright considered 
that the amount would be nearer $200,- 
000 or $250,000.

Mr. Mitchell read a letter expressing 
dissatisfaction with the proposed 
changes.

Sir Richard Cartwright noted that 
the excise duty of $1.30 on whiskey re­
mained as it was. Was Mr. Fmter, 
he asked, going to specially protect 
whiskey made in Canada, or did he 
propose to add to the excise duty on 
homemade whiskey a sum making it 
equal to the duty about to bs levied on 
imported whiskey? ’

Mr. Foster then entered into an 
elaborate apology for an l defence of 
the whiskey trade, and sai l he did not 
propose to add to the excise duty be­
cause the regulation required manu­
facturers to keep their liquors for two 
years in order to gauge them properly 
and eliminate from them deleterious 
elements. This system entailed a large 
expense and it really necessitated the 
keeping in stock of a three years’ 
manufacture With this consideration 
the home whiskey had very little ad­
vantage.

H id a commission been ap­
pointed long ago there might have been 
no grievance at the North Shore anl 
consequently no talk about “the North­
umberland^ deal.”

Mr. Hanington opposed the appoint­
ment of the commission. If the com­
missioners or any of them had a selfish 
interest in the work on which they 
ware appointe 1 the country’s interest 
might suffer seriously. We know that 
charges have been made against 
scalers.
