taking a portfolio, prohably that
of Sucretary of State. This solution
of a difficult problem is, no doubt,
the most satisfactory which conld
he reached, and is indeed the only
one which gives any hope of the
address being carvied and the
ordinary business of the session
being proceeded with. The entrance
of Sir Charles Tupper, Sr., into the
Uabinet is understood to he a
temporary ariangement to assist
sir Mackenzie , Bowell through the
session, ana immediately after
protogation, if not” before, Sir
Mackenzie will resign and Sir
Charles Tupper -he called to the
Premiership. Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper will not re-emter the
Cabinet, not through any ill feeling
or difference of opinion on matters
of policy between his late col-
leacues and himself, but because
his having a seat in the same
Cabinet as his father would either
give Nova Scoria - nver representa-
tion in the Ministry or cause the
retirement of the other represen-
tative of that province, Hon. A. R.
Dickey. It is believed, however,
that the valuable services of Sir
C. H. Tupper will not be - lost to
the couniry at present but that he
will aceept the ofier of Solicitor
General, which has remained
vacant sinee the appointment of
Mr. Curran to a Jwndgeship. This
settlement has it is understood,
been brought about in a.anner
which will-be satisfactory ro all
oarties, both 'sides having given
way a little, and by wmutual con-
cess o1 point the way to reconcilia-
tion in terms which will not leave
the bisterness of defeat to be felt
on either side, and will enable the
Premier and his colleagues to work
together for the good of the party.
Cuarious and paradoxical as it may
secem, neither side has won aud
neither side has lost. The Premier
has carried his point in retaining
the Prewmiership for the present
session, while ‘on the other hand
the dissident ministers have carried
their point by showing that the
Premier could not reconstruct his
ministry without thein, and by
convineing him that they were
1ight ie claiwing that the Cabinet
needed strengthening, a cliim  he
has admitted by inviting Sir
Charles Tupper to enter _.he
Cabinet, and by filling the varancy
in the representation.in the Cabinet
frolm Quebece by the appointu.ent
of Hon Me. Desjardins.

HOW THE TiOUBLE
As stated in last  weelk's letter
the diffculty between Sir™Maclken-
zie Bowell and seven of his minis-
ters arosé out of a desirc on the
part of the ministers to induce Sir
Mackenzie to retire and advise His
Cxeelleney to call on)'Sir Charles
Tupper, who was thought by them
to be a stronger man o lead the
party. When the announcement
was madé to Parliament jast
day that these gentlemen had re-
signed S Adolphe Caron, as leaier
of the House of Cominons, moved
an adjournme t or Parliament until
the 21st inst. in order to give the
Pretaier a chance to reconstruct
the ministry. This was oljected
to and the House adjourncd antil
Wednesday. On that day Sir
Mackenzie Rowell became eonvine-
ed that he would be unable to form
a cabinet and went down to Rideau
Hall to tender his resignation to
His Excellency and advise him to
seud for Sir Charles Tupper.  His
Excellency. however, was not pre-
pared to accept the resignation and
pointed o::t that a speech had been
prepared for him by his responsible
advisers and delivered by hiin to
Parliament and Parliament must
deal with that ~poech in some way
or other.

Then
another attempt at reconciliation
was made which proved more
successful and the hatchet
tinally buried with the indications
that it will not be dug up again
except to bury it in that commion
enemy, the Opposition. .

In yielding to the solicitations
of his friends and holding out the
olive branch of peace to nis dissi-
dent minister;, Sir  Mackenzie
Bowell has shown, what everyone
knows he possessed,his unswerving
ilevotion to the Consetvative p:ut\,
and he deserves the hearty thanks
not only of the party but of the
country at large for the manner in
which he has sm‘nhced his personal
feelings, “ which were no doubt
e uply hurt Ly what he felt as4
severe impugnment of his ability
as a leader by his colleagues.
