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Nelson Deféated Britt in
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"
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The Eighteenth Reund.

It Was His Fight From Start to Finish—Jeffries Was
Not Accepted as Referee—Britt Knocked Out.

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 9.—Battling
Nelson defeated Jimmy Britt in the
eighteenth round of their fight here
this afternoon. The fight was delayed
in starting owing to a wrangle over
the refereé,. Nelson objecting to Jef-
fries. Finally Graney was agreed
upon. ;

It was the succéss of a sirong, en-
during fighter against a clever, cool
boxer. ‘From'the first of the fight
until Refree Graney finished the count
of ten seconds Nelzon forced the fight.
Though suffering many bruising blows
on the face and body, and being at
times very tired, Nelson néver gave
ground. He came back after every at-
tack by Britt, :always ready to ex-
change blows.. For the rushing, forcing
persistent tactics of Nelson Britt could
find no effective blow. The Californian
tried every blow known to him to drop

his opponent. Every way Britt failed,

although he pumished Nelson severely,
knocking him down. Only once in the
third round did it appear to those
elose enough to judge the battle that
Britt might. win. In this round Britt
véached the mogt vulnerable spot on
Nelson’s body, the stomach, with two
terrific right hand blows that carried
punishment. Nelson faltered for a mo-
ment ard doubled over. Quickly turn-
ing his attention to Nelson’s face, Britt
sent a terrific right cross and drepped
the Dane to his knees. There was a
shout from Britt’s friends, but the ela-
tlon was short. Nelson got up before
the count. He wag loudly cheered.
The cali of timw for the succeeding
rounds found Nelson fresh and strong.
The 14th round was the meost excit-

ing one of the fight. Nelson, knowlng,

Britt was tiring fast, had before him
a determination to end the battle. In
five secends he had Britt staggering
about his guard lowered, and all but
out. Time and again Nelson planted

left hand blows on Britt’'s face, driving
him against the zropes. Over-eager-
ness on. Nelson’s part prqlonged the

brother beaten down, Willle Britt
wheuted, “Swing, Jimmy, swing.” Britt
swung his right hand  with all the
strength in his body. The blow land-
ed, and Nelson was not only stopped,
but seemed to. give . ground. Britt
pressed his advantage. With his feet
far apart to steady himself, once more
he met Nelson with a full arm swing,
finally foreing the Dane to clinch. The
gong sounded while they were standing
head to head, slashing at each other
with both hands. Ten thousand men
arose and cheered the boxers :

The 18th round proved the end for
Britt. A detailed aecount 'of that
round, which lasted about two min-
utes, shows little difference from the
preceding rounds. Britt was tired, but
seemed willing. Nelqm forced him
about the ring and gave many body
blows, always boring in. He cornered
Britt and drove him agathst the ropes.
Britt squirmed out and sent a terrific
left to stomach that appeared to hurt
Nelson,
Britt swung for his face. = Quick as a
flash,. Nelson sent in a short, sharp left
blow to Britt's stomach. He gave way
and stepped back, crouching to drive
Nelson, and gave himseif time to re-
cover. Nelson saw the damage his
blow had inflicted, however, and press-
ed on. He forced Britt into his own
corner, and there in a rally that lasted
only a few seconds, the end came.
Britt went down suddenly. Nelson
says it was from a blow on the jaw.
Britt had no clear.idea after the fight
. what put him out, but in the opinion
of those who were close by, it was a
blow in the stomach thsat took Ml his
remaining strength, and he fell from
exhaustion.

BAD SMASHUP ON THE
G. P. R. NEAR FARNHAM.

FARNHAM, Que., Sept. 9.—A seri-
ous acciden« gccurred: on the Canadian
Pacific ralilway at West Brome late
this afternoon, Engine No. 25, bound
northward, running light, and the
Montreal train bound for Sherbrooke
met head on.

4bsut fifteen of the passengers on
the southbound train also received In-
juries, none of them, however, of a
very serious nature.

The cause of the accident was neglect
ef the engineer of the light engine to
remember that the passenger train
had the right of way. Several people
on board were well known Montreal-
ers.

FAMOUS DWARF DEAD.

Joseph Cole, Who Was at One Time a
Star in the Late P, T. Barnum Col-
lection Has Passed -Away.

LONDON, Sept. 9.—In the Hemel
Hempstead workhouse has just pass-
ed away Joseph Cole, a dwarf, who
had been exhibited all over the world
in the gréat collection of freaks and
oddities established by the late P. T.
Barnum. The little man was of weak
mind when admitted to the institution,
and could ‘,not say what had become of
his money. Only two feet seven

.inches high, he was, of course, above

the record of some of the dwarfs of
London,

The best specimen of dwarfdom Mr.
Barnum possessed was gne named
‘“The Lilliputian King,” exhibited at
the museums in New York at 14 years
of age, when he was 22 inches high
and weighed only 17 pounds. But the
great human curiogity was the late
Charles Stratton, better known as
General Tom Thumb. Brought to
England by Barnum 61 years ago, this
midget created a furore such as was
never known before and such as is not
likely to be experienced again.,6 Par-
liament has had its dwarf in the per-
son of George Trout, a messenger, a
well-known dharacter in Westminster
Hall, in the 30’s and 40’s. He was less
than a yard high, with extremely
short arms and legs, and an enormous
and unnatural head. Peers and com-
moners sent him with messages, and
the Usher of the Black Rod gave him
several suits of clothes so that he
might appear respectable in the lobby
of the house of lords. Finding that
he could obtain more money from the
charitable by dressing shabbily, the
dwarf pawned thé presents and was
finally barred from the preacinct,

In connection with the pigmies
which have been brought here from
Africa in the 50's, two bushmen were
put before the public at the Tgyptian
Hall. These belonged to the most di-
minutive of known races, the average
height seldom exceeding four feet. The
Piccadilly pigmies had been brought
from the interfor of Africa. The girl
was 32 inches high, and the parents of
the pair were said to have been mur-
dered by Kaffirs who pursued and ex-
terminated the bushmen people wilh
unrelenting ferocity.
