Ltd.W. M. THORNE & CO•9The sky was clear for the first time 
since Sunday week, and about 4 o'­
clock Mr. Burditt caught his first 
glimpse of the strange visitant from 
the depths of space, it appeared as 
a faint star a little above the eastern 
horizon, and almost 3 degrees to the 
north of the planet Venus.

Mr. Burditt told The Standard last 
evening that he had no doubt he saw' 
the comet, as there was no known 
star where he discovered the point of 
light yesterday morning, 
he detected It at the point In the 
heavens where the comet should ap­
pear. Me believes that observers In 
this latitude who have previously re­
ported seeing the comet as a bright 
light Were In error ami probably mis­
took Venus for the visitor.

At present Halley's comet rises 
about one hour and a half earlier 
than the sun. In about, a week it will 
pass behind the sun, and then the 
sighting for It must be done to the 
south. After the middle of May It 
will be observed after sunset, us It 
sets later, when the sky Is dark and 
forms a background for Its brilliance.

Beginning with June the comet will 
begin to grow faint again, but may be 
seen up to the last of July.
