WAS RENAMED
THE ACADIEN

Well Known Vessel Formerly 
Plied Between St. John 

and N. S. Ports.New York, Feb. 22—Five hundred thousand men, women
and children stood for two hours or more in a sweeping snowstorm 
and a stinging wind on Fifth Avenue today to see their sons, broth­
ers and sweethearts marching by—men of the national army, not 
regulars or volunteers, but drafted men.

The men in line, more than ten thousand of them, were New 
York's own, and they were typical of the great polyglot city. Swar­
thy Armenians strode side by side with fair-haired Scandinavians. 
Irish hoys rubbed elboWe with Jews. Italians trudged beside Poles- 

Here and there was a Chinaman, and here and- there a face, 
that was typically Yankee. Soi* and Daughters of thé Revolution 
marched with boys whose fathers were immigrants a generation 
ago. But everyone of them was a citizen of the United States and 
they were soldiers all. They had been fused in the great melting 
pot of war.

Halifax, Feb. 22.—J. A. Farquhar I 
& Company, Ltd., received word to­
day from Burin, Nfld., that Captain 
Scott and nine of the crew of the 
steamer Acadien had been lost when 
their ship was wrecked on the New­
foundland coast. The chief engineer, 
second engineer, second mats, chief 
steward, one sailor and one fireman 
were saved, the message said.

The Acadien was formerly the jt* 
steamer Senlac, of Halifax. She wag 
bound from Loutaburg, N. S. for St.
Pierre, Miquelon.

Disabled off Burin.
A coastal steamer which reached 

Marys town, Nfld., on the south coast 
yesterday reported that the Acadien, 
bound from St Pierre, for a port In 
France, was disabled Tuesday night 
off Burin by an accident to her ma­
chinery. Efforts to get a towting 
hawser aboard were unsuccessful on 
account of heavy seas, but the coast­
al steamer picked up six; men of the 
Acadien's crew and took them to 
Marystown.

Marching On To War.

LABOR EXPERTS Five months ago the same boys had 
rambled through the same street, a
nondescript throng of individuals, 
clerks, mechanics, bookkeepers and 
brokers, grocers’ boys and ’longshore­
men—representing almost every trade 
and profession and almost every trade 
under the sun. They were the raw 
material from which armies are made.

They came back today, men of the 
77th Division, National Army, Camp 
Upton, welded together into compact 
military units. Brigades, regiments, 
battalions, batteries and companies 
strode through the wide 
heavy marching order with the swing­
ing stride of veterans. t Their bronzed 
cheeks glowed with health 
clear eyes shone with pride as they 
stepped briskly through the haze of 
falling snow to the stirring music of 
their regimental bands.

Bringing up the rear, a significant 
feature of a Washington’s birthday 
parade, was the grim British tank 
“Britannia” with the Stars and Stripes 
flying beside the Union Jack. A 
pounder gun in the forward turret kept 
up an intermittent cannonade as the 
huge steel monster rumbled along be­
hind the marching men.

The steamer Senlac was built in St. 
John in 1904 for the Steamship Senlac 
Co., Ltd., St. John. Her demenstona 
were ag follows:—Length 182.4: beam 
3 feet; depth 16.1; gross tonnage 
1,011; registered tonnage 615. 
was a propeller ship with 66 horse 
power engines.

For many years she was engaged 
in the coasting trade out of St John 
and was veil known in many Nova 
Scotia ports. Some years ago she was 
sunk in Halifax harbor in collision 
with the Roselands and was later 
raised and taken to Sydney, where 
she was badly damaged by fire and 
was purchased by Charles Brlster & 
Sons, of this city, who had her re­
built by George H. Young, of Dart­
mouth, and sold her to a French com­
pany for $160,000.

Department of Labor at Wash­
ington Draws on Experts of 
Economic, Problems.

.Washington, Feb. 22.—Experts on 
labor questions from all sections of 
the country, business men. labor lead­
ers and economists, have been drawn 
upon by the department of labor to 
head the new divisions created by 
the re-organization of the department 
for effective war service.

Conference between the joint board 
of representatives of capital and lab­
or which was appointed several days 
ago, will begin Monday at the de­
partment in an effort to outline a 
basis to govern relations between 
employers and workers during the 
conference. The conferences and the 
administration of their decisions by 
the re-organised department will be 
in effect the first attempt to carry out 
a national and definite labor policy in 
this country.

For 
era! years he sailed with Captain 
James A. Farguhar as chief officer 
on the steamship Harlaw and on-the 
retirement of Farquhar he took 
mend himself, engaging in trading 
business and also in the sealing trips 
which the steamer prosecuted 
ceesfully. A few years age he re­
tired from the sea and started In 
business in this city. Captain Scott 
was much interested dn the Masters 
and Mates’ Association. The news 
that he was lost came in the following 
telegram today to Captain Farquhar ' 
from Burin, Newfoundland : "Chief 
engineer, second engineer, chief stew­
ard, second mate, one sailor, one fir» 
man saved from steamer Acadien, 
Captain D. A, Scott and ten men lost.’*

ed with Protecting Houses 
of Ill-Fame.

Montreal, Keb. 22.—The taking of 
evidence In the case of Police Captain 
Savard, the suspended head of the 
morality squad, charged with protect­
ing houses of ill-fame in this city, was 
postponed until next Thursday in order 
to give the police time to produce two 
witnesses insisted upon by Controller 
Villeneuve, Emma Boucher and James 
R Walsh.

A Zone System.
The department plans a country­

wide system of adjustment boards to 
safeguard the nation from Industrial 
disputes. A zone system Is proposed 
under which the country would be 
divided Into thirteen district», in each 
of which would be constituted an ar­
bitration board, acceptable to employ­
ers and workers alike. Subordinate 
to the board would be adjustment 
representatives in each locality. In 
addition federal mediators would be 
sent out from Washington If neces­

Starving Large Cities.
"The German gowrument is not 

hastening to reply to us, evidently aim­
ing to seize as many Important po­
sitions in our territory as possible.

VThrough storm after storm, terrific 

inwhelr intensity, culminating in the 
gmfat gale off the Nova Scotian coast 
last Sunday, the Cunarder liabled her 
heavy and helpless burden.

hawsers that held until the broken 
ones could be renewed. Often the tow-. 
Ing ship was unable to make headway 
against the storms, but she kept stead­
ily driving into the great seas, making 
a knot now and then until a lull in the 
storm would enable her to manufacture 
& respec table mileage.

Besides having established a towage 
record. Captain Fear and his crew are 
entitled to the credit of having saved 
the Clara from the possibility of fall­
ing a victim to the U-boats. When her 
distress signals were picked up in mid- 
Atlantic she had for days been drift­
ing back towards the danger zoqe 
through which she had recently passed 
in safety. Thus the possible loss*.of 
a valuable ship—a national asset—was 
avoided.

Another Revolution? <
There is as yet no definite advices 

as to the rumored fall of the Lenlne- 
Trotzky government. The proclama­
tion directing tliàt resistance be offer­
ed to the German advance, however, 
did not bear the name of Trotzky, who, 
hitherto, has been a virtual dictator, 
which may be signlflbant.

American troops, probably units of

The heavy artillery of 
both sides is thundering over wide 
stretches of the French front along the 
Aipne, in Champagne and up in Alsace. 
No Infantry fighting is reported, but 
the activity of the enemy artillery will 
serve to keep the Allies on the lookout, 
for a storm of heavy German shells 
has always been the prelude to a hos­
tile attack. The Germans claim to 
have brought down twenty-four allied 
airplanes and two captive balloons in 
the past three days.

Jericho Captured.
The British forces in Palestine have 

captured the city of Jericho, Australian 
troops entering the city on Thursday. 
Aside from its historical ahd sentimen­
tal importance, the capture of the city 
gives' General Allenby a number of 
strategic roads over which to move 
his men and their supplies. Within 
twenty-four miles from the present 
British position is thé railroad frfora 
Damascus to Mecca, which has been 
the artery which has fed the Turkish 
troops operating against the Arabs. If 
this road were cut It would give the 
tribesmen treat advantage in their 
struggle.

Quebec Superior Court Makes 
Important Ruling Bearing 
on Law Which Compels 
Railway Companies, etc., 
to Print Ttickets, etc., inn 
Both Languages.

TOTAL OF 22,999 
SO FAR DRAFTEDMontreal, Feb. 22.—An important 

ruling was given in the Superior Court 
here today by Mr. Justice Archer bear- 

' ing on the law which compels railway 
companies, express companies, etc., in 
the province of Quebec to print their 
tickets, contract forms, etc.. In both 
the French and English languages. O. 
Joliooeur sued the Dominion Express 
Company for $160, the value of a trunk 
and conlpnt» which the company con­
tracted to deliver, hut failed to do so.

The company admitted liability for 
$50, and contended that, as the ship­
per had not declared the value of the 
parcel the company could not be hell 
liable for more than the $50 stipulated 
on the contract.

The plaintiff could not read the con­
tract, ag it was In English and he 
claimed that ft should not have been 
in both Engllgh and French, according 
to the Quebec law. The judge held 

^ thàt the law did not require the use of 
V both languages on the one paper but 
x that if the plaintiff had asked for It in 

the French language he would have 
been entitled to It, or to an explana­
tion of it in French. As he had not 
dome this judgment was given for the 
$60 admitted by the company.

Net Number Who Should 
Have-Reported is 27,309— 
More Than 4,000 to Be Ap­
prehended.

Ottawa. Feb. 22.—Men drafted under 
the Military Service Act up to noon 
yesterday totalled 22,999. The net 
number who should have reported was 
27.309. Men who failed to report and 
have not yet been apprehended or in­
vestigated number-4,310. Included in 
the number of drafted are 1,232 Im­
perial recruits.

Of apprehensions under the act, 
there wore 2,610 up to noon yesterday. 
The Montreal military district headed 
the list with 607 apprehensions; the 
Kingston district came second with 
424 and the Regina district third with 
364. The Quebec military district re­
corded the smallest number of appro- 
henalogs—two.
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
