FINDINGS OF A COURT OF EN-

71.t NEW YORK.

@uilty of Cowardice, Disobedience
of Ordersand Unmiﬁtary Conduct
at San Juan—The Men in the
Ranks Were Brave But Were
Given no Chance to Fight.

Nzw Yorx, May 8—The findings of
the court of inquiry appointed to investi-
gate the cnduct of the Seventy-first
Regiment, New York Vclanteers, in the
Santiago campaign were made known
this morning, together with the review
of the case by Judge-Advocate William
W. Ladd, jr,, the endorsement of Major-
@enersl Charles F. Roe, s summing up
of the eagse by Gov. Roosevelt in approv.
ing the proceedings and findings, and an
ovder of Adj*.-Gen. Avery D.“Andrews
pulting the fiadings of the eomrt into
effect.

The eourt finde that Col, Wallsce A.

.. Downa disobeyed his orders aud kepthis

command under fire and out;of action

hours; that Lieot.-Col.
avail hims:l:of the sity to re-
spond $o the orders of the divisien com-
mander that the regiment-imove for-
ward; that Maj »r Whitile wasprineipal-
Kmrmdlor hisown » and that
pt. Elmore F. Au-tin received an order
from the division commandez jn pers-n
i obey it. Colonsl Downs
and Mejor Whit 1a having' resigned,
isto be dooe to them, Lieut.

verely repremanded. It was pro
ot one time to court martial Bmith and
Whitis for neglect of duty, disobedi-
ence of orders and unmilitary conduct.

Governor R osevelt, in a. long review
of the findings, goen over in detail the
incidents of the battle of San Juan, as
far as the regiment was concerned, and
takes occasion to commend the coarage
of the men, while speaking in the e¢-
verest terme of the lack of that quality
shown by their chief commanding offi-
ocere. In conclusion he say: :—

On no poseible theory can Col. Downe’s
eonduct be jastified. 1f his men had
behaved bad!y, there would have been
& poor excuse for i'; but his men did not.
e « o« Ool, Downes had failed to take
his men through the trail and deploy
them at the ford; He failed to take his
regiment forward when ordered to do so
by word of command passed up the trail
from officer to offices; he failed to lead
them forward when the regelar infantry
regiments marched over his own regi-
ment and forward into the fight; he fs 1.
ed even to accompan
low them, save at & distance, when they
finally went forward in batfslions and
in companies by themselvee, He has

since resigned.
Msjor Whis 12’s case is almost as clear.
He was the only mejor who did not se-
oo':xu bis battalion when it went for
. into the battle, but stayed behind

in the frail, sud when informed of .
Kent's tive direction at once to come
to the front, he retired to the rear, and
stayed there until after dark,when he
eame forward with Col. Downs.

The case of Licut.-Col. Bmith is not so
sharply cut, yet I think in his case also
his neglect of cuty is «lsrly established.

effort to pet forwerzd into the fight or to
lead any portion of the men where they
might regain for the regiment the repu
tation which their superior officers were
fast losing. I¢ is not safs or wise that
guch & manghould hold high « fil se either
in the volunteer army or in the National

The case of Capt. Austin is more puz-
zling. His own statements before the
court of inqairy wounld seem to condemn
him beyond r« demption as baving sctn
ally refueed to move forward et Gen.
Kent’s order, and having failed to take
to his own commander Gan, Kent's direc:
4ion that toe regiment should go 101-
ward. Bat it appears that Capt.
Austin was not aa groe 1, derelict in his
duty ps his words wouid seem to imply.

I do
mot feel like holding 10 the severest ac-
countability & subordinate ofcer when
the three highest officers of the regi:
ment were exhibiting such misconduet,

In conclusion I desire to say that after
pe- nming the stern and painfal duty
of showing in its proper light the con-
daot of the three senior officers of the
regiment, it ie a source of the
most genuine pl:asnre to turn to
tke conduct of the baik of the other offi-
vers and of the enlisted men. Taat under
gusn leadersbip certain of tha other
officers and of the enlisten men should
nos have shown to advantage was in-
evitable, but the conduct of the grest
majoricy ae they moved forward in spite
of 1he def ction of their proper leaders,
and stood shoulder to shoul ‘er with the
regula:e on the sommit, showa that the
Seven y firet New York was com. osed of
men worthy of the ancient renown of the
regiment, of the state,and of the country;
men who wanted ouly proper liadership
to prove themeelvesequal to the highest
demands that could be made upon their
courage, tt e.r patrioti:m,and their sense
of scl lierly duy.

DR. DOWNEY SAYS, WOULD
BE A CHILDLESS
NATION.

His Discussion of Motherhood and
Politics at 8 Woman’s Suffrage
League Meeting in New York
Causes a Surprise and“Not a Lit
tle Dlspleasure.

New York, May 10—Is s woman’s ac-
tive particinration in the joys of woman’s
suffrage to lead to & chiidless nation?
Are woman suffrages 1saving the sphere
of motherhcod for the arena of political
comba:? The Rev. Dr. David Downey
not ou1y thinke eo, but said as much at
& Woman’s Suffrage League meeting
last even ng, and when he had fivished
the rains decended and the floods came,
and Mr<, P. D. Hackstafl arose indig-
nantly to deny the charges.

SUFFRAGIS?S GOOD M)THERS,

“It’s true poor Aunt Susan hasn’t
any,” she said reflsctively, referring to
Susan B. Anthony, “but there’s Eiz:.
beth Cady Stanton witn her seven all
out of the penitentiary. And who has
dose her duty to her countr- more nobly
than Julia Ward Howe. Fartbermore,
1 don't know a +ingle sufiragist who is
not & good mother and housekeeper, and
we all know the ‘antis’ 1save their chil-
dren to nirelinge.” :

The audievcs was getting restive under
the doctor’s et1)gy of the “antis,” and
matters nearly reached a crieis when
the spesker praieed the “antis” for cher-
tehing their bhomes, children and hues-
bands. All those in the andience who
had homes and husbands 31ired at the
doctor, and looked as if they wanted to
sek bhim if he thought they were mnot
cherishizg ¢t eir bhusbands, while thoee
wuo did not happen to have any of the
latt r glared toc, They were willing to
swear that they would cherish them it
they bad them to cherish.

“ACC)BRDING TO YHE CONSTITUTION.”

When D¢. Downey declared toat ac-
cording to the constitation of these
Uaited States all men were free and
equal tbe fl.et oatbreak came.

The greatest puszle that has come be.
fore the manufactarers, not orly of the
gas belt, but of the East, is a phase of

the lacor problem comparatively new
and unmistakably prominent. Among
local factory owners it is known as *‘the
boy question,” and relates to the man-
sgement of bose that are employed in
the manufacturing estaclishments, more
especially she glass houcer. Withont
apparent good zeason & whole factory
be shut doen every few weeks by s
strike of the boys who do the small
work of the place. The strike fever
amoog these boys is & contag'on, and no
sooner does one factory become involved
than the boys of anotner seek a caunse to
ws 1k out also.

1'nis was shown in this city a short
t'me s8¢0, when the carry-in boys at the
Hemingray factory etrack for an ad
vance in weges. No sooner had they
dome this than the bunaoreds of carry-:n
and shove in boys of the mammoth Ball
Brothers’ plantswarmed from the work-
shop and farnace by bundrede. They
gave as their reason that they were
compelled to work by the side of colored
boys in the factory. Ipspired by their
examjls several hundred more in the
same week abraptly quit work ana shot
dowa the P.rt fruit-jar bouse for sever: 1
daye. .These strikers are seldom coun-
tenanced by the organized labor of the
community,even the unior men of the
faciory in which the walk-out occurs. It
means the 088 of many hundreds of do'=
lars to the men of the factory in which

WASHINGTON SUAPRISED

At Being Blamed For the Failure
of the Anglo-American Commis-
sion—Officials S8ay They Were
Willing  to Make All Sorts of
OConcessions. :

WasHINaYON, May 11—The statements
in the papers of London and Canada
respecting the reasons for the recent
failure of the negotiations with Canads,
‘'have cecasioned much surprise in the
official world of Washington, These
stataments assome that the Canadians
made all the offers of conceseions, the
United States commissioners standing
by existing conditione. Tie fa-tes, ae
understood here, are directly contrary
to that view, Indeed if the opinion in
well informed oircles here is well
fouoded, nearly every offer of concesrions
proceeded from the side of the United
States, the Alaska brundary excepted.
Ia fact it is universa ly believed here
that the distinct offer of concessions for
s gettlement came almost wholly from
the Uaited States commissioners.

Sanate Pure Food Commission Finds
That Antiseptics  Are Used in
Prepared Foods Indiscriminately
to Lefraud and Deceive.

CHioaed, May 11—Before the senate
pure fuod commission today four promi-
nent witnesses testified as to the effect
on the human stomach of the uses of
antiseptics “embalming fluids,” and pre
servatives in foodsanddrink. In general
they were apreed that the eubstance

used were deleterious, and that in
many cates they were poison-
owe, Either prohibit their use,
they declared, or compel the

manu‘actarers and nser to brand them
plai ly and explicitly, so that the con-
sumer may know exactly what is being
ester, ‘I'hese witnesses were Henry C.
Piftard, a New York physician; Abbot
O. Pres ott, dean of the srhool of phar
magy of the University of Michigan and
rofessor of hygenic ana oLemistry;
sctor O, Vaughn, dean of the medica

faculty at Ann Arbor and professor af
hygiene, and H. 0. Adams, daizy and:
food commissioner in Wiseonsizg.
