west in sealed cars and properly vouched
for by government inspectors, and this
afternoon a conferemce, with that end in
view, wag he!d between Dr. D. E. Salmon,
the representative of the agricultural de-
partment, acting British Consul Clipper-
ton, General Manmager Jameson, of the
Dominion line, and Doctor Huntington,
the representative of the department of
agrtculture in Maine. The plan discussed
was to have, the cattle brought from Mont-
real to Mattawamkeag (Me.) by the Cana-
dian Pacific railroad, and thence to Port-
land by the Maine Central.

' Doctor Huntington gave it as his opinion
that there could be no possible danger
ftom shipments coming by the suggested
rpute.

“A drastic order was put into effect by
the Canadian Pacific railway yesterday,
which may be. seriously felt by cattle ex-
porters along the line of that railroad.
I'he road absolutely refuses to handle
cattle for the lower ports if it cannot have
the whole haul, and while the embargo is
in force, as it at present exists, the Cana-
dian Pacific is out of the cattle trade alto-
gether. Yesterday the freight officials de-
cided to refuse to accept any cattle for
shipment to St. John, and it will not now
quote a freight rate from any point in
Ontario to St. John.”
