RAILROADING IN THE NORTHWESI.

Our dispatches this worning announce that
the track ot the Northern Pacitic Railroad
1cached itbe bank of the Missouri river, at
the new city of Bismarck, in Central Dakota
yesterday. This poiat is four bundred and
fitty-two miles west trom the head ot Lake
Superior at Daluth, and this length of road
15 now in operation, while on the Pacitic side
sixty~five miles have for some months been
open to traflic, and another section ot a hun-
dred miles 1s now building, with some filieea
bhundred Chinamen at work.

A short distance above the point where the
Northern Pacafic Railroad strikes the Myssouri
that river turns sharply westward and garries
a navigable water line a thousand miles be youod
| Bismarck, to Fort Benton, at the foot of the,
Rocky in western Montana. Thus the U ppcr
Missouri  river practically serves, tor the
present, as a western extension of the Railroad
and the junction formed yesterday between rail
and river, completed a new, short and most
important route trom the East to the extreme
Northwest.  For example, freight may now
be shipped trom Ene or Buffalo by lake to
Duluth, theace by the Northern Pacitic Railroad
152 mules, to Bismarck on the Missour:, and
thence by steamers on the river 1000 miles to
Fort Benton, which is in the same longitude as
Salt Lake on the Union Pacific.

A hine of ten steamers is alrcady established
to run on the Upper and Lower Missour: and
tributaries in connection with the Northern
Pacitic Road, and trom tlis time torward,
Bismarck will bave almost a monopoly of that
large Missouri river traflic which has success-
sively ceontred at and eoriched St. Louts,
Kansas City, Omaba and Sioux Cuy. kEast-
ward a fleet of steamers and sailing vessels
connects the Northern Pacitic Railroad with ali
the American  and  Caoadian  ports  trom
Duluth to Butfalo, while by its St Paul Branch
tLe Northern Pacific connects with all roads
running eastward through Chicago.

In addition to the lJr;.,z trade with the people
of Moutana, and the stipment of silver ores,
which will come over this route, the Govera-
ment bas contracted with the Nur(u(~r|1 Pacitic
Railroad Cowpany tor the transportation ot
nearly all its army supplies and material, and
Indian goods required throughout the North-
weslt. LI'bis road thus comes at once into pos-
session ot a large traflic and a profitable busi-
ness.  The sturdy and sohid progress thus tar
made in the work ot construction, and the
cqually important task of rettling its land grant,
