HEIREAS by the Laws in force no Cornmodity of the Growth,
Produffion, or iManufa&ure of Europe is allowed to be imporredmto any Place to His Majeffy belon ig or which fhall here-after bdong unto or be iii the Poffeflion of is Majefhy, His Heirs andSucce inors, _ lfia, Africa, or Aimerica, but what fhall be bondfide and with-out Fraud laden and !hipped in Grcat Britain or Ireland, exceot Salt forthe Fifliteries of Nova Scotia, Newfoundland, and .à ebec, which rnay beladen ir any Part of arope, and alfo except ainy Goods fit and necefTaryfor rhliifhery i the Britih Colonies or Plantations in Am;-rica, bein,the Growth, Produce, or Manufaaure of Great Britain or Ireland, or ofthe lflands of Gucrfey or 7erfey, which may be fhipped and laden in thefad I flhnds refpe&ively by any of the Inhabitants thereof, and alfo exceptWjes of the Growth of the Madeiras and the Weftern Iflands ofd:orst ;ich inay be laden at thofe Places refpeively : And whereas it maytend to the Benefit of the Briti/h Fifheries, and to the Advantage of theCommerce and Navigation of this Country, if Permidfion was given forcertain other Articles to be fhipped for the Britih Colonies in Northlimerica at other Places in Europe, than thofe berein-before mentioned,under certain Regulations and Reftri&ions ; be it therefore ena&ed,by the Kina's moft Excellent Majefty by and with the Advice and Cou-fent of the Lords Spmirtual and Temporal, and Comrnons, in this prefent
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
