The floors of the kitchen,
dish room and serving areas are
thoroughly washed after every
meal. Garbage. mops. pails etc.
are stored in a  refrigerated
room, away from the areas
where dishes are washed and
food is prepared and served.
Table work arcus are covered
with a laver of brown paper
(Yike a butcher would s 1o
wrap meat) and is changed sev-
eral times a dav. The staff re-
¢eive fresh linens to wear daily,
There is no smoking permitted
in the dish room or kitchen,
Plates are carefully examined
as they come out of the dish
washer and if any food partic-
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les remain, they are hand-

--washed, and run through for

another cycle, The list goes on,
but I am sure you get the idea.
