you are to have a Treaty about this time with

the Indrs engaged in the War, and that you had

desired us to receive any message they had to

deliver you, that you kindly accept the Testimony

of their Amity and good affection towards you

They would deliver their message in psence of Coll. Jno

Schler, & not to us wthout him alledging that he is

your Agent, perceiving they were not enclined

to deliver their message wthout him, we must take

leave to refer you to him who we doubt not well by

this opportunity acquaint you wth what they came

to say. We heartily wish it did lye in our power

to serve you in Relation to this Ind War, We have

propose to them that some of their number should

go and pay you a visit at Boston, but can't find that

any are enclined to go the we apud them of your freen

thy & kind treatmt to wch them, We hope you will have

success in making a firm and lasting peace wt them
